“The Plight Of Furope

A gruesome picture of a starving Furope Is
painted by Walter Davenport, in the eurrent
issue of Collier's, based on researches in the
files of Ierbert C, Hoover, former President
of the United States, who has taken a promin-
ent part in relief measures during the last Great
War and in the present one. Though there is
already a serious shortage of food in the coun-
tries brought under Nazi domination, and the
situation will get worse as the months go by,
all these lands are Deing drained of their sup-
plies, which are sent to Germany to be consum-
ed or stored there for future requirements. Italy
will get what Hitler cares to spare her, and
other countries, especially those which have dar-
ed to oppose the march of the Nazi armies, will
have to be content with what is left after these
exactions—which will be very little indeed.

Crops last  year were considerably below
normal, and the winter which followed the out-
break of war exceptionally severe. Spring

came late, and {rost killed successive plantings,
The passage of the mighty military machine
through western Europe  devastated the food
supplies,  “\\ marching men don't devour as
they go,” remarks Mr, Davenport, “they destroy.
Even the deep-delving Hoover records cannot
estimate how many food animals died in Hitler’s
fire.”
