Canadian goods.

There
has also been an increase in trade in
dried fruit, wines, sugar, corn and
apples between the two countries.

Mr. Kennedy, who is on the ex-
ecutive committee of the Buy Em-
pire Goods, South Africa First Cam-
paign commenced last year, declar-
ed that South Africa purchased more
than ten million dollars worth of
Canadian goods each year, although
Canada bought only two million dol-
lars worth from South Africa. If
Canadians expect to sell largely to
the Union they will have to bring a-
bout a greater reciprocity.
