During his long assoclation with
McGill University, Dr. Nicholson be-
came recognized as &n authority on
all matters pertaining to education
and his counsel and advice were
widely sought, not only within uni-
versity walls, but throughout the
province where his name was known
to every school teacher. After near-
ly thirty years as registrar at Mec-
Gill, he retired quietly last' spring
at the sge of 70. Always quiet and
unassuming, Dr. Nicholson chose &
time to withdraw ‘from his active
work . when he could do so without
attracting great attention.

Born in Eldon, Prince Edward Is-
land, in 1860, he was educated at
Belfast Grammar School, and at
Prince of Wales College in Char-
lottetown. He came to McGlll to take
his course in arts, graduating with
honors .in 1887. Turning his atten-
tion to teaching and educational
matters that were to occupy him
throughout the rest of his active life,
Dr. Nicholson held a teaching - posi-
tion for three years at the Royal
Arthur School in Montreal.
Returning to his native Prince Ed-
werd Island, he was named superin-
tendent of education for the pro-
vince, a position which he filled with
distinction for two years. He then
came back to Montreal to take the
post of Principal of Westmount
Academy, where he remained from:
1892-1902. Meanwhile he had heen
studying - for his master of arts de-
gree, and this honor was contgrred
upon him by McGill University in
1883,

Assumed Post in 1902.

Dr. Nicholson became the first reg-
istrar of McGill University in 1802, a
post which he held until his retire-
ment this spring. Prior to his ap-
pointment the duties of the registrar
were linked up with those of the
bursar, but on Dr. Nicholson taking
this post the work became well de-
fined and it  has’ been entirely
through his efforts that the splendid
department was organized.
In 1916 his outstanding work was
recognized by his university when he
received the honorary degree of doc-
tor of laws,
Throughout his career, Dr. Nichol-
son’s name has been constantly link-
ed up with educational activities. He
was chairman of the board of school
commissioners of the city of West-
mount for several years and also &
member of the Protestant Committec
of the Council of Public Instruction.
More than this, he was recognized
throughout the province as an au-
thority on matters of education, and
his help and advice were sought to a
degree little realized except by those
who were closely associated with him
in his work, Many of the progres-
slve changes connected with educa-
tional advance in the province may
be attributed to him in one way or
another, and he maintained a con-
tinued interest in the educational
problems pecullar to this province.

At the university he was, in the
same way, & source of oft-solicited
advice on all matters.

His long connection with McGill
and his keen interest in its affalrs,
gave him a knowledge,of the uni-
versity which was appreciated by all
its officials and members ot the staff,
and Dr. Nicholson, always courteous,
and pleasant in his little office, in
the corner of the Administration
Bullding, was the man to whom all
naturally turned for advice on every-
thing, and they seldom left disap-
pointed.

The year 1931 is thus of exception-
al interest to the observant mind. It
may be remarked that the planet @
Mercury from its position low on the '
horizon, is rarely seen, Indeed many
European astronomers have never
seen it; since for various reasons the

bit of Mercury, interior to that of
the earth, is much shorter and his |
“year” 1s only 88 days. This’ explains
his frequent elongations—now on
the eastern side, now on the western .
side of the sun—a kind of celestial |
peep-bo! i
The only denizens of our Wwoods
which now enliven the autumnal
scene are the red squirrel (Scivrus
nudsonicus) and the black-capped
chickadee (penthestes = atracapillus).
The former I have a grudge against |
despite his lively ways, for wheni
early summer comes he will again
become & terror to all the birds who
are rearing young. But the little in-
nocent industrious chickadee 1is al-
ways popular, from the confidence
and familiarity it displays, Flying to
a tree two or three yards from the
spectator, it will hunt up and down
the trunk, searching every crevice
for eggs, grubs, or insects. These are
the birds to encourage about our or-
chards, and scraps of fat or bones
with a little meat attached, hung on
the trees, will attract them. Mr. E.
H. Forbush, the well-known ornithol-
ogist, observed them clearing an or-
chard of canker-worm eggs and had
a few of the birds killed to deter-
mine their diet. Each stomach con-
tained between two and three hun-
dred insect eggs.

The Hudsonian chickadee (P..hud-
sonicus) 15 also listed as a resident
here, but I have never come across
it. It has, like its cousin, the usual
black patch on the throat but the
“cap” or crown is bronwish, as is also
the back.
