The conference wias called by
Professor Wenckebach, a heart
gspecialist of Vienna University,
who delivered a course of lectures
on that subject in the United
States last year.

By two entirely different routes
these surgeons have succeeded in
relieving’ attacks of angina pec-
toris. In addition to severing the
sympathetic nerve associated with
with spasms of the aorta, the Am-
erican surgeon also severed the
sympathetic connections of the de-
pressor nerve, which is that part
of the system of heart control with
which’ the operation of Dr. Hofer
and Dr. Eppinger have to do.

One of the difficulties connected
with the operation performed - by
Coffey and Dr, Brown arises
from the fact that the depressor as
a separate nerve is rarely found,
and where it cannot be found the
possibility of relief by cutting the
lower end-of the vagus, or pmeu-
mogastric nerve, is difficult. Such
an alternative is considered by the
surgeons  as dangerous and of
douhtlul benefit.
