Social Security

A matter enjoyving the atiention of the Mac-
kenzie King Ministry is the question oi creat-
ing a new department of sozial security in which
all details under that category would be adminis-
tered. Such a department, it is suggested, might
be sufficiently broad to take in not only unem-
ployment insurance, the one all-Dominion social
security measure, old age pensions, pensions for
the blind and vocational training, which are ad-
ministered by the provinces with the assistance
of federal grants in aid, but also Indian \ ffairs.
One of the problems that is being considered
is whether such a department should adminis-
ter benefits to war veterans as well or whether
the civilians and war veterans’ programs should
be kepr under a separate administration. Ad-
mittedly after policy is determined, the over-
riding problem s one of financing-——a problem
even more acute than a constitutional question.

Although these abnormal condi-
tions are certain to disappear when
society again finds its base, When
war and its economical aftermath
have spent their disturbing force,
they nonetheless persist long en-
ough to give those who traffic in
class prejudice and restless ignor-
ance the opportunity to divide and
obstruct the nation seriously in its
progress toward normal goals of
post-war reconstruction and expan-
sion. Those who are old erfough to
recall the events of 25 years ago.
know how correct a picture this is
of the surge and subsidence of war-
induced social and political discon-
tent. These are by-products of war
with which the well-balanced maj-
ority cf the people must have ihe
patience which is essential to the
long vision required in the solid
work of nation building. But thore
is a limit to the harm the post-war
agitator can do. And there is every
reascn to believe that th2 foment-
ers of class and racjal divisions, of
half-baked economic theories and
crack-pot political groops, will dis-
turb Canada much less aiter Worid
War II than they did afler World
War 1. Even nations learn by exe-
perience. Grcup politics. cost Can-
ada the loss of nearily 10 years of
economic progress after the last
war. That is something the elec-
forate of this country are not like-
ly to forget.

Azores were for centuries a great
assembly point for the convoys
which carried the riches of South
America back to Spain and w
Portugal. The Englisn freebooiers
and adventurers tenaciously fought
their way into the trade and won
their own place in it; and among
the bloody episodes which marked
the growth of English power was
the action fought by Sir Richard
Grenville in the Revengs against 53
ships of Spain. The battle was
fought off Flores in the Azores.

But in the 18th century a great
change took pisce. Portugal, which
has seldom had cause to love
Spajn, joined the Grand Alliance
against France and Spain in the
war of the Spanish Succession.
She was hard pressed in this war,
her people suffering great priva-
tions and loss of trade; and it was
perhaps this need which brouzht
about the Methuen treaty of 1703.

The terms of that treaty have
changed substantially in  the in-
tervening 240 yvears. It was orig-
inally a ccmmercial bargain. But
the preferences grrsited under it
lapsed in 1831 and were replaced
by other clauses, one of which
brought Portueal raoidly into the
war cf 1914-18 on th~ Allied side.
