BERLIN, Oct. 30-—Edmond Stin-

who during, Germany's frantic in-
flation was‘her richest man, is in
America. His departure from Ber-
lin was revealed for the first time
by ‘today's noon papers, which de-
scribed it as “secret flight” and
intimated he had left his country
for good. ‘This impression subse-
quently was rectified by Stinnes'
representatives here, as ‘well as by
his wife, who declared his inten-
tion of visiting the United States
was well known to his friends and
agsociates and that he went to
Paris quite openly ‘October 15, em-
barking on the Berengaria at Cher-
bourg two days later. His trip,
they insisted, would last only a
few months at most.

Both Frau ‘Stinnes and her hus-
band’s secretary stated the erst-
while pbillionaire’s journey -was in
no way connected with the Aga
Automobile Company, of which he
is ‘head and whose disastrous fin-
ancial affairs attracted interna-
tional attention two months ago:
After the German banking consor-
tium charged: with liguidating the
huge Stinnes estate which had be-
come insolvent had refused cre:
dits to the Aga, 'Stinnes tried to
interest an American group in the
property, but the deal fell thorugh.
According to Jacob Goldschmidt,
president of the great Darmstad-
ter Und National Bank, who head-
ed the “moral receivership” Stin:
nes, despite the denials of his in-
timates, undoubtedly is-trying to
find fresh capital for the plant in
New York. Goldschmidt said Ger-
man banks had declined to help
Aga because it was -not worth
helping, being, as he put it, “a
mere blacksmith's forge compared
with American automobile factor-
ies.”

‘When his concern- became press-

ed for funds Edmund 'Stinnes sen-
sationally offered half his stock,
then estimated at five million
marks, to his workers, who, how-
ever, never have accepted the
amazing gift. Now it is under-
stood he has informed his brother
Hugo he would drop the claim for
six million marks he holds against
the_main Stinnes estate, provided
Hugo could get the ibanks to fin-
ance Aga. Judging by what Gold-
schmidt said tonight there is no
hope of this. The banker declar-
ed that the end of liquidation of
the estate, which Edmund left his
mother and brother, is in sight,
and the collieries and other .pro-
perties to the value of about four
million dollars will be left over
for the heirs after all debts are
paid. ‘Against this comparatively
insignificant remnant of ‘the for-
tune once believed to total more
than two hundred million dollars
there comes Edmund's claim for
six million marks or one' million
dollars.
Apart from this claim, and about
three hundred thousand realized
through the sale of insurance pro-
perty, Edmund has only his stock
in Aga, the “blacksmith’'s forge.”
Count Couvenove Calergi, an
Austrian nobleman, who is chief
promoter of an international move-
ment for the United States and
Europe. accompanied ‘Stinnes, who
is one of his warmest supporler.‘

Dr. 'Wilgon - spoke of the new
spirit which had come into the
church with this union, a ‘spirit
which- made preaching easier be-
cause the people were better list-
eners. That it was a spiritual
movement was illustrated from the
soul-stirring .experiences of the
first meeting of the United Church
on June 10th. and ever since in
Conferences, Presbyteries and con-
gregations,

In a trenchant manner the
speaker pointed out that the early
church achieved its spirit of unity
through loyalty to the living
/Christ. 'That spirit was still pos-
sible, if the United Church accept-
ed 'a similar responsibility for the
last and the least in Canada and
in' the world.

There are nearly 900 preaching
places in Canada minis-
tered to by representatives of the
United Church, and that church is
responsible in this land alone for
the spiritual life of two and a half
millions of people, of whom three
quarters of a million are yet in
our Sunday Scheols.

On the Foreign Mission field al-
80 the United Church has a mighty
tagk, and in four continents she
has .today 620 Canadian Mission-
aries.and 1500 native workers, all
these ‘depending for their support
upon the Canadian Church.

For the maintenance and exten-
sion of this work four million dol-
lars are required, and that is the
objective for this first year of her
history. The speaker said that
there was ability in the United
Church to contribute this amount
and there was every evidence that
it wowld be fully subscribed: Al
ready''several men had promised
subscriptions of $25,000 dollars,
each.
