WASHINGTON, Sept. 5 —(COP)
—Canada’s delegation to the three-
power financial talks arrived by
plane tonight from Ottawa.

“I dor’t think one should expect
miracles at this or any other con-
ference,” he sald, “but I am sin-
cerely satisfied that we should be
able to achleve considerable suc-
cess.”
Abbott was accompanied by L.B.
Pearson, Minister of External Af-
fairs, and several government of-
ficials, among them Norman Rcb-
ertson, Secretary to the Cabimet.
Robertson headed the group of
Canadians who met here last week
with British and American officlals
to lay the groundwork for the cce-
ing talks.
