roaring fight— Winston Churchill must lie
wlone with his thoughts for a few hours today.

“We can't know all that passes through his
mind. But for most of his 69 years that mind
has been about equally preoccupied with making
histogy and writing it. And so we can safely
assume that he is thinking in terms of history
and of his own place in the tremendous record
of his times.

“That will call for many books. One item
we wish to contribute today: that Winston
Churchill will stand as the perfect example of
how am intelligent conservative, a conservative
by birth, education and conviction, could hate
and $ight fascism with all the passion and
power of his being. By that demonstration
alone, he has done a great deal to save the
democratic way of life. He proved how it was
possible for men to differ on many fundamen-
tal questions, and vet fight together for each
other’'s freedom. We needed that proof.

“That is why liberals and conservatives both,
free men everywhere, hope from the bottom of
their hearts today for his quick recovery.”

It is reassuring to note from yesterday’s des-
patches that this hope is being realized. The
Prime Minister now seems to be well on the
road to recovery.

Moreover, the eventual decisions about
the retention,*adaptation, or sale of such pro-
perty, will be governed to a oonsiderable ex-
lent by major considerations of policy which,
so far as the committee can find out, have not
yet been determined.”

Canada’s wheat acreage reduction program
has cost the Federal treasury already about
$75,000,000, and the total will be at least $80,-
000,000 when all the 1043 payments are made,
This money has accomplished a total wheat sow-
ing cut since 1940 of at least 10,000,000 acres
and has produced a corresponding increase in
western summer fallow and coarse grain acre-
age to compete with- Eastern Canada. Acres
sown to wheat in 1939 totalled 26,750,000; in
1040 the acreage was 28715,000, in 1041 it
dropped to 21,880,000 acres; in 1942 there was
a slight reduction to 2!,586,000 acres; but in
1043 the full force of the reduction program
was reflected in a cut to 17,500,000 acres. Un-
der this subsidy plan, originally, there was paid
