Tragedy Beset
Hockey Season
Nearing Close

(By Elmer Dulmage)
(Canadian Press Staff Writer)
TORONTO, March 22 — The

season in which Ace Balley’s Na-
'tional League career was ended hyl
a collision with Bddie Shore will
|be written into the records as the
most tragic in hockey’s history.
Death persistently hovered over the
fastest sport in the world. It did
not take Bailey, but it claimed
three other lives.

For the 10 days T liley's life
hung by & threat in a _oston hos-
pital, the entire hockey world sud-
denly faced the fact that a game
considered no more dangerous than
football or lacrosse or boxing could
kill. The Toronto right wing star
fiught his way back to hea'th, but
hockey had no forgotten it could
kill.

Hardly had tne big league player
regained his feet than Amdy Rit-
chie, a member of the Atlantic City
Sea Gulls, Upited States amateur
champions, took a fatal tumble
during a game at the New Jersey
resort. He fell on the point of one
of his own skates and died 10 days
later from the injury.

Exactly a month after Ritchie,
who played with Toronto Young
Rangers before joining the Ameri-
can team, succumbed, 17 year old
William Riopelle, an Ottawa s:-hool
boy, died from injuries received six
days previcusly while playing on an
outdoor rink at the capital. He had
crashed into the boards and the
butt-end of his stick had been
jammed into his abdomen.
Accidents of these types might
have happened in other years, but
they had not. The roughness that
some critics said was creeping into
hockey had nothing whatever to do
with either death. Harvey Robert-
son died, however, from injuries
received in a rough game in Al-
berta,

player was knocked unconscious.
His skull was fractured and he died
