The great danger to mankind in
the bite of a dog les, so 'tis sald,
in the fact that the person bitten
fmagines or simulates its symp-
toms, especially if nervous or hys-
terical, whereas only a very few of
those bitten by a mad dog.take the
disease.

(Pasteur, the great French bacter-
fologist gave much attention to the
virus which causes hydrophobia.
As a result of his experiments he
obtained virus for inoculation by
means of which to prevent the dis-
ease. In July 1885 he made his
first attempt on humanity by inoc-
ulating Joseph Meister, a boy who
had lately been bitten. This boy
received twelve injections of virus
and passed the ordeal unharmed.
He was discharged as "a success-
ful case.” Since then the lives ol
many other persons have been sav-
ed in the same way. Tndeed the
records of Pasteur's laboratories
show a morality of less than on¢
percent when persons bitten have
‘|been treated by his method. This
method consists essentially in pro-
gressive inoculation with less and
less attenuated virus until the use
of that of a high degree of intens-
ity is attained. The virus in it':s'

WASHINGTON, Dec. 6.—A sur-
vey of educatirnal training work
given enlisted men in the Army
along with the military instruction
they get in the service shows that
44,719 soldiers are heing fitted for
places in civil life, representative
of some 500 trades and professions.
In the particular month covered
by the survey, 7,800 doldiers were
attending motor transport schools;
9,300 were enrolled in post schools
to qualify for positions in business
life, either as clerks, agtenograph-
ers or accountants; 1,200 were
study'ng medicine and its "allied

callings; 4,500 were engaged in
work connecterd with the care of
animals, veterinary, hlacksmithing

)

and horseshoe'ng; 4,563 were study-
ing cable, radio, telegraph and
telephone communicat’ons.

Of the remaining soldier students
several hundred are learning the
printing tiade, more than a hun-
dred are working on railway loco-
motives as engineers, mechan’cs
and firemen.
