If, however, purchasing had to
continue for a long time, unmau-
ageable surpluses might accumulate
in government hands, while the
fact that prices had been artificial-
ly kept up would involve all the
difficulties of selliug abroad at a
loss and meeting the objections of
other countries to this practice.
The other method is that of sub
sidy, under which the market wouid
be allowed to find its own levei,
while the farmer would be com-
pensated by payments representing
the difference between the mar-
ket price and the floor price. The
advantage of this technique lies
in allowing the price sy>em to
distribute tne supply, and thus re-
ducing the risk of piling up large
surpluse®.  From a general econe
omic point of view it has the fur-
tuer advantage of sustaining farm
purchasing power without keeping
up prices to consumers.
