New Crop Molasses Will Be High

Cable advices from Barbados quote
new crop molasses for delivery after
the turn of the year on such a high
price basig that the ‘trade do not see
how it will be possible to sell the
commodity at wholesale for less than
$1.25 a gallon. In fact even the price
of old crop is creeping pretty well
up to that level, some jobbers asking
as high as $1.10 for extra fancy and
$1.22 for extra heavy, puncheon base.

The Supply of Refined Sugar

There hag been a loosening up in
the general supply of sugar, but some
people think that the situation will he
more stringent than ever before long.
The wholesale trade have béen get-
ting full deliveries of gunnies, 10's ang
20's. Bags and barrels, however, ‘con-
tinue to be delivered slowly. The At-
lantic refinery is once more delivering
sugar in as full suppky as present day
circumstances will permit. ¢

No Surplus California Canned Fruits

California canned fruits are getting
quite close and it will not be long be-
fore prices will be named. ‘As’deliver-
ies in all cases will be on a percent-
age basis it is quite safe to say that

‘there will be no surplus,

Not too many Peaches

There ig a strong demand for peeled
peaches reported from California, ‘es-
pecially the fancy grades, this being
due probably to the extensive adver-
tising campaign of the Association.
Dispite the large crop some operators
ard reported as saying that the pro-
duction of drieq peaches was not in
proportion to the increase in yield
over last year.

Tahle Salt Wanted in Small Packages

The trade complain of (he trouble
occasioned by not being able to get
Canadian table salt put up in small
bags. The smallest size put up in this
¢ountry, we understand, is a 4-1b hag,
whereas the average consumer wants
a 24b. bag, which size may be had in
imported bands. Two-pound bags come
packed 150 to the barrel. This, state
of affairs favors the importation of
sale, which is rather a pity, in view
of the fact that just now we should be
exporting rather thin jmporting com-
modities.

Large Destruction of RiCe

‘While Louisiana rice is not sold in
thig market to any extent, the fact of
such large quantities having been des-
troyed in recent heavy rains may be
expected to have an influence on the
general rice market ang in that way
affect the prices in the grades sold
here, It is said that the Louisiana
farmers will lose 1,500,000 bags bhe-
cause of the rains. The rice which has
bheen threshed -out of the wet fields

[ has been very unsatisfactory; because

of the large percentage . of moisture
the rice heats badly in the warehouse
and breaks badly in milling.

The New Season Dried Fruits

The wholesale trade have been busy
delivering Thomson seedless raisins
in cartons, first arrivals of new stock
having arrived recently. The price
rung about 21%c for seedless, while
new crop seeded sell at ahout 20 cents.
Evaporated peaches and prunes are
also on the way, but there may be
some delay in deliveries as there was
recently'a cave-in in a tunnel on the
direct rail route, with several hund-
reds of cars on the wrong side, and
it will doubtless take some time to
get things straightened out. There
should be no delay, however, in get-
ting Greecian currants. The steamer
with direct importations arrived at
Montreal about a fortnight ago, being
the first direct steamer to Canada
since before the war. As we write
cars are being loaded. to forward to
Halifax and shipments ought to be to
hand at any time, :

WOODEN SHIPS ARE
GIVING SATISFACTION

NEW ORLEANS, Louisiana, Nov.
30.—F. L, Sanford, who was identified
with the chief of the wood ship divis-
ion of ihe United States Shipping
Board during the war, has made public
1ere a report of the division of opera-
tions of the Emergency Fleet Corpora-
tion, which shows that 125 wooden
ships built by the corporation were
being operated on August 7, 1919, Of
these it i3 stated that 93 were engag-
ed jn trans-Atlantic trade, three in
Philippine trade, 14 in intercoastal
trade between Pacific and Atlantic
ports, and 16 trading only on the east
or the west coasts, the West Indies,

or Caribbean.

That the operation of these vessels
has been satisfactory is the testimony
given by five masters and a chief eu-
gineer on these wooden vessels, and
also made public here, The Mation
Navigation Company had numerous
wooden ‘ships in operation: between
Pacific ports and the Hawallan Is-
lands during the war, and states that,
with proper attention, wooden vesse_ls
will carry their cargo in as good col:
dition as steel vessels as shown by
the -company’s experience.
