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WzIY WEEDS ARE HARD TO KILL

(Experimental Farms Note)
Each kind of weed has a life his-
tory of its own, and the reason why
one is hard to kill may not be at all
the chief reason why another per-
\sists, Some of the principal reasons

AI4t.hcn;gh are the following:

1-They are naturally adapted- for

{ {life in gardens, fieldz, and the sur-
4 ‘roundings of man. They might

be
easy to kill, cr would die out of
themselves, if they happened to start
growth in the dense shade of a wood
land. For the same reason the plants
of woodlands would be easy to kill,
or hard to keep alive, in the un-
natural envirenment (for them) of
our fields and gardens. Most of our
weeds have come from older lands
where htey have held their own a-
gainst man for ages, in just such an

i jenvironme:t. Cftentimes the crops

they grow with are less hardy and
aggressive than -they are, and can
only survive and thrive as they are
,cared for by the farmer, while the
yWeeds only need to be left alone to
win out i the race for light, space,
water and plant food.

2—An immensge quantity of seed is
preduced by some weeds, especially
by annuals, and biennials, the re-
sulting. pollution of the soil requiring

" |years’ of cleaning, even if no more

plats are allowed to gd to seed.

‘ 3—Many species have vigrous
perennial root systems (thistles, dan-
{delions, etc) which renew growth un-
til repedted destruction of the tops
at every fresh appearance, starves

them.

4—Many weeds have ingenious a-
daptatiors as- plumes, hooked prick-
les, “tumble weed” form of growth,
etc., for the wide dispersal of-their
seed,

5—Sometimes weeds persist for the
simple reas:
on reseeding their land with  crop
rather |
than pay a little more for pure seed.

6—Weeds may scem harder to kmi
than they really are, because we half |
kil. them, and then forget about |
them until they have become troubl{

If stores
are running low, give the bees hon-
ey or sugar syrup. Weak colonies are
low in brood producing power.
Strengthen them either by uniting, or
by the Alexander plan.

- SYDNEY, N. S, Feb. 20.—(By The
Canadian Press)—The relationship
between necessity’ and invention is
one of long stending, but its legitim-
acy wali probably never more firmly
established than in the office of the
Sydney Post on the night of Wednes-
day, February 11th, and during the
early hours of the following morn-
Then it was that news travell-
ing from Halifax to Newfound!and,
radio reports broadcast from the
Nova Scotia capital, and couple of
dozen mortuary candles conspired
together to provide the means of put-
ting the paper “on the street.”

The Post, for only the second time
in twenty-five years, had failed to
publish on Wednesday morning, its
plant crippled by failure of power
resulting from the unprecedentedly
severe slee\t storm of the previous
day, which tied up communications
between Cape Breton and the main-
1 land for six days.

On Wednesday night the staff’were
set to get the paper out on schedule,
despite the telegraph tie-up and oth-
er handicaps when the ‘lights went
off. Then it was that one of the
paper’s bright young men, after at-
tempts to secure lights from garage
and fire station had falled, decided
that a visit to the morgue might be
profitable, ‘

Meanwhile, in the Canadian Press
office in Halifax the plight of the
Sydney papers was being given rapid
consideration. It was discovered that
