NONE COULD FACE
TERRIFIC FIRING

OTTAWA—Captain W. A. Kruger,
mentioned in Sir Douglas Haig's des-
patches for conspicuous bravery on
the Somme, Arras and Ypres fronts,
and who is now in Ottawa on sick
leave, took part in the preparations
for the capture of Vimy Ridge. He
did not share in the action there,
however, having accidently sustained
a fractured arm just before, and he
was in a hospital in London when thp‘
Ridge was captured. |

Before leaving he saw the great
preparations which were made to in
esute the capture and has since learn
ed from wounded Canadian officers
in the hospital where he was, the
perfection with which the plans were
carried out.

“No enemy could have stood up
agalpst our attack on Vimy Ridge,"”
he declared. “The precision with
which that curtain of fire moved
forward, those officers who were in
the action have told me, is beyond
imagination. The - Germans were
esurpriced, They did not expect us
to attack as soon as we did. They
expected our artillery fire would be
kept up longer and did not bhave time
to’double line their trenches before
we attacked. All the officers who werc
in ‘the action declare that we suffered
less than what we anticipated.

Could Not Be Faced

“If such an attack had been direct
ed against us by the Germans, we
would have been wiped out. No liv-
ing army.could stand up against that
bombardment,” he said.

_,The optimism of the men at the
front, Captain Kruger ¢aid, is one of
the most wonderful things he ever
witnegesd. © They: are more optimis
tic than the people are here, he said
and they are now satisfied that we
have the upper hand.
