Notes By The Way

The labors of tho London coam-
ence for the reduction of naval ar-
maments have not been frultless. A
five power agreement covering all the
points embraced in the negotiations

ers, Britain, the United States and
Japan, were able to find a basis of
agreement in regard to these points.
The representatives of all five pow-
ers subscribed to a pact of narrow-
er compass. The capital ship limi-
tations adopted at the Washington
conference of 1922 are to hold among
the five powers for an additional
five years. There will be no buﬂdlnc
of battleships before 1936. Alrcraft
carriers under the ten thousand ton
mark are also to be included in the
limitations prescribed by the Wash-
ington treaty, as the carrlers “over
the ten thousand mark have heen for
the last efght years. Among the five
powers submarine warfare is to be
subject to conditions to make it less
barbarous. The main point-of con-
tention as between the United States
and Britain was over the 8-inch gun
type of cruisers. More information
has to be given out before the 'ﬁubllc
can know all the particulars of the
agreement.

Of course nothing is concluded in
so far as the United States is con-
cerned until the Senate of,that coun-
try passes on the terms. As that body
is strong for a big navy, it may not
approve the agreement in regard to
the limitation as to ten-thousand ton
cruisers. Considerable speculatlon' is
being indulged in as to the relative
sizes of the ten largest citles of the
United States which will be revealed
by the next census. New York, it is
predicted will show a population of
6,110,000 as compared with 5,620,000
in 1920. Chicago is conceded to be the
second largest city followed by Phila-
delphia, Detroit, Los Angeles, Cleve-
land, St. Louis, Baltimore, Boston and
Pittsburgh in the order named.

WHAT YOUR HEART DOES. '

When you remember that . your
heart has to pump blood . through
small tubes which, it' put end to end
would reach around the ‘earth a num-
ber of times, you can realize what a
tremendous ‘amount of ‘work it does.
There are about 10 or .11 pints of
blood in -that 'body of yours; your
heart pumps about 2 gallons a minute,
which is just like liftirig one hdlf
pound 40 iriches in height with each
beat. Or as some one has well put i,
the work a heart does in a day is
equal to shovelling 26 tons of coal up
a three foot indlinie,’

Now that is an ordinary day's work,
but, what about the days when md
physical work has o' be done?

It has been shown that the tissues
of the body contain many little blood
vessels-capilliaries-which only act un-
der great necessity, .

These tiny vessels whose walls are
much thinner than tissues paper,
situated within the tissues in such a
way that they ebsorb the blood
from the blood vessels coming from
the heart, the .arteries, use ¥ to
nourish 'the tissue in wiiich they are
situated, and then the veins carry the
used blood back to the heart again,
Now as & matter of fact the ma-
jority of these lititle blood vessels are
in the muscles the 1 t part
of that body of yours is muscle. The
Danish scientist, Kroh, has been able
to show us that muscle tissue con-
tains seven times as many little blood
vessels as are used during rvest
periods.

During hard work or hard exercise
these little vessels open up and take in
the blood to the tissue, which explains
the great amount of blood that cau-
