Another Year
In Nationhood

(By The Canadian Press)

Canada’s nine provinces and the
northwest territories  unite to-
morrow in the celebration of ber
71st  anniversary. Confederation
leading to “dominion from sea to
sea, was accomplished July 1, 1867.

Beyond the gunfire, the fiags and
music marking the occasion and a-
art from the recreations of the
oliday, is the story of the birth
and growth of a nation. To Can-
adians it records another step in
progress, another milestone of the
country's history.

The two old United Canada areas
of Ontario and Quebec, with Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick, were
the original  provinces, In 1870
Manitoba came into the foid; two
years later British Columbia be-
came part of the Rominion and the
following year Prince Edward Is-
land made the seventh province. In
1905 Alberta and Saskatchewan
were carved from the northwest
territories and given  provincial
status.

The objective of the Fathers of
Confederation may be stated briefly
in extracts from remarks of the
leading spirits. Said Sir John Mac-
Donald, foremost among them and
first prime minister: “If we can
obtajn that object—a vigorous gen-
eral government —we shall not be
New Brunswick, nor Nova Scotians,
nor Canadians, but British Ameri-
cans under the sway of the Brit-
ish sovereign.” He remarked he had
for 20 years been dragging himsell
“through the dreary waste of col-
onial politics.”

George Brown, vigorous Reform
leader of the day, described Con-
federation as planning that “one
united government under the Brit-
ish flag shall extend from shore to
shore.”

8ir George Etienne Cartier, lead-
er of the Quebec advocates of the
union, made this contribution: “Is
the confederation of the British
North American provinces necessary
to increase our power and to main-
tain the ties which attach us to
the mother country? As far as I
am concerned, I do not doubt it.”

Unity For Strength

With the vision of founding a
great British nation there was also
in the minds of the Canadian
statesmen the need for unity as a
bulwark against possible aggression
from the United States, just then
emerging from the rigors of civil
war. Confederation went far in un-

s jon even though Prince Edward Is-

land at the time delayed its entry.

It is led the promoters of
confederation looked to Newfound-
land to become part of the Domin-
fon. In the parl nt buildings at
Ottawa plaques were mounted to re-
ceive the coat of arms of each
rovince as it came in. Newfound-
and’s stone still awaits the
sculptor’s chisel,

Canada’s status grew as her
territory and population increased.
