on Friday evening, October 19th,
An effort will be made to secure
'a reasonably accurate estimate of
the total kill, The co-operation of
sportsmen is requested in order to
make the oount as complete as
¢ possible, It would only require a
few minutes of your time to phone
in to either the Provincial Depart-
ment of Agriculture or the near-
est detachment of the Royal
Canadian Mounted Police and
state your total bag of cock
pheasants for the season as well
as giving your name and address.
Information as to the district the
birds were shot In will also be
valuable in determining the spreaa
and density of population in any

This seribe is hazarding a guess
that the kill will be small in
comparison to the number of birds
on the loose. From information
at hand it is considered that 500
cock pheasants could be shot
without endangering the speacies,
but on the contrary would stimu-
late propagation. Be that as it
may, however, this scribe is also
hazarding a guess that the totas
legal kill will not exceed 150. I
am basing this compilation on the
actions of the pheasants (cocks)

the writer and filed away for fut-
ure reference. In the first place
the pheasant of either sex prefers
to run and skulk in preference to
taking flight. The tendenoy of
the Cocks im particular is to
scurry to the nearest woods or
heavy, weedy cover, when inter-
cepted feeding in aqpen stubble or
turnip fields. It doesn’t always
