For that amount
you may build an extra room a-
bove ground if you wish.

If you are building a basement,
a s'oping lot requires less excava-
tion than a flat one.

Room sizes which conform to the
standard lengths of lumber produce
a house which may be built with
less waste, less labor,

Bay windows are beautiful, Wt
they cost more than twice as much
as the ordinary kind.

You are not required to have a
fireplaca to have a pleasant mew
home, Firen'aces add to your cost.

A front hall is pleasant, but you
~an't live in it and it mav greatly
increase the cost of the house.

Be sure your plans call for noth-
ine but “stock” windows and other
millwork, S&necial millwork has no
nleae in a low-cost home,

In 1813 Colonel By took the

model to England. After recelving
the approval of British generals, it
was placed in the Woolwich Arsen-
al, There it remained for nearly
100 - years, until the British gov-
ernment presented the model in
1910 to Canada and it was placed
in the Dominion Archives build-
ing.
Since it left old Quebec the
model suffered in transit and at
the hands of ‘restorers” who su-
perintended its installation in the
Woolwich Arsenal. A liberal coat
of paint covered Duberger’s original
true-to-life colors. Many buildings
were misplaced and  knocked off
and the restorers, who ranked
military utility before beauty, had
removed fences and trees and oth-
er ornamental detail,

Armed with the plan drawn by
Duberger, Rev. P. M. O'Leary of
Quebec completed restoration of the
mode! to its original condition in
1913. In 1925 it underwent another
refurbishing under the direction of

Authorities hope to turn out 40,-
000 men annua'ly from the 14 gov-
ernment training centres that  in

eacetime concentrated on rehabili-
uting onlya fraction of that num-
ber in the depressed areas. =~ Age
Iimit used to be 30 years but now
men over 45 can take the tralnln%.

Closely linked to this plan is the
effert to provide for the “new  un-
employed” —business.  professional
and technicsl men who lost  their |
jobs as q rezult of the war. They |
are listed In a separate register of
unemployen workers because they
don't come under the unemployment
insurance act. Labor department
men seek to learn their qualifica-
tions and find them jobs,

In the gcvernment training cen-
tres, the ‘students” are given a
six-morths course ‘n practical en-
gineering, and wil. go directly from
the e~hool to the factory bench
Married men receive unemployment
allowances for their wives and fam-
illes and  government ald if they,
bave to move to their new job., Ev-
ery “graduate” will get a tool kit
and expenses to cover the journey
to the factory.

A feature of the scheme is provis-
fon of training for men of 19, The
idea is that they can he trained
for semi-skilled "jobs in  the armed
forces and this will reduce the ar-
my's demand (n men with some de-
grec of skil who are needed in fac-
tories at home. {

Meanwhile an Important question |
concerning “dilution” of the organ- |
ized, skilled labor in the factories
with these vew men remains to b2
settled.
