The public prosecutor declared
Venizelos always sacrificed every
thing for his own glory and after
furnishing funds and material for
the last “criminal revolt” fled the
country, leaving behind him thou-
sands of victims and ruined fam-
‘ies,

Two other alleged leaders of the

uprisings, Tzamakis and Condouros, |

also were. sentenced to = death
and Venizelos' son, Kyriakos,
was given ten years in prison and
Gen, Connatas, president of the
shamber of deputies, five years.

Four men were acquitted—form-
er premiers Papanastasiou and
Cafandaris, Gen. Milonas and M.
tambraski, & businessman.
