ASSISTANCE FOR THE !
LABRADAR FISHER FOLK

ST, JOHN'S, NFLD,, Oct. 24—The
fisher folk of Labrador, facing a hard
winter as a result of the short catch
of cod during the present season will®
be aided by the N.ewfoundland Gov-
ernment, KEfforts also will be made
to prevent a further spread of beri-
beri, several cases of which have oc-
curred along the coast. It was an-
nounced today that during the re-
maining five or six weeks in which
Labrador will be accessible to ship-
ping the Government mail boat wouid
make two trips, one to the northern
and one to the southern section, car-
rying a stock of food-stuffs. Special
arrangements have been made by the
Government for the treatment of beri-
beri patients in hospitals in this city.

Need Better Diet

The disease has appeared in various
parts of Newfoundland as well as in
Labrador. In a letter just received
here Dr. W, T. Grenfell, the Labrador
medical missionary, says that cases
the becoming alarmingly :frequent in
that region. Dr. J.M. Little, in charge
of the Grenfell Hospital as St. Anth-
ony, Nild.,, attributes the situation
largely to the fact thdt the fishermen
in many cases eat little but white
flour bread—during the winter. Pa-
tients in an advanced stage of beri-
beri, according to Dr. Little, have been
cured simply by providing them with
a varied diet.

CLIFFS OF ROVER

A Belgian refugee, having reached
England, recalls his experience thus:
“l shall never forget as long as I
live the white cliffs, the sapphire sea,
the sun, and the smiling kind faces
of the English whose hands stretched
out to us in welcome at KFolkestone.
