Foxes

(Experimental Fox Ranch Note)

Fox ranchers are becoming very
skilful in the practice of polyga-
mous mating. It is not uncommon
to find ten or more litters sired by
& single male during one breeding
season. Unfortunately some poly-
gamous males occur, who, although
they display all the behaviour or-
dinarily observed at mating time,
vet fail to beget a single pup. In
order to recognize such males before
their trial has become too costly, the
practice has developed of examin-
ing the vixen at mating time for
the presence of sperm soon after
the looking has ceased.
