Maritimes Snowbound

HALIFAX, April 22—(CP)—A
wintry storm swept over the Mari-
time Provinces today, and a heavy
snowfall driven by a
reached 60 miles an hour in spots
harassed transportation and com-
munication facilities as it blanket-
ed most of the seaboard area in
snow and slush.

A full foot of snow fell in sec-
tions of New Brunswick through
yesterday and today, while the fall
reached 10 inches in Prince Ed-
ward Island. The average Nova
Scotia snow fall was about four
inches, most of it turning to slush
as intermittent sleet and rain fol-
lowed the snow.

On Cape Breton Island, the
blizzard was the worst of the year.
vehicular traffic was paralyzed in
rural  districts;  communications
were thrown out of Kkilter, and
working schedules of some coal
mines were disrupted.

Two fatalities in Cape Breton
were attributed indirectly to the
storm. Lack of visibility was blam-
ed for a level crossing accident
near Sydney early today in which
two Ottawa members of the Royal
Canadian Alr Force were killed.
Offshore, shipping was handi-
capped and fis!
aged. On Sunday, the schooner
Vilda A. ran aground at Dipper
Harbor, N. B, in the storm and
was a total loss,

Tonight, the storm was abating.
It was still snowing lightly in New
Brunswick and on the Island, but
rain was falling In Nova Scotia.
The temperature hovered gener-
ally around freezing point.
BOSTON, April 22 — (AP) —A
howling northeast gale, aacom-

Comments On A
Famous Anthem

Despite many assertions to the
contrary, no one knows who wrote

ther the words or the tune of the

ritish National Anthem. What
we do know is that various tunes
were written not unllke it in the
sixetenth and seventeenth centur-
{es, and that the tune on its pres-
ent lines suddenly jumped into
popularity in 1745 when the Young
Pretender, Bonnie Prince Charlie,
landed in Scotland from France
and boldly stated his claim to the
English one.

Some time before this the tune
appears to have become falriy well
known in London, and when in
the September of that year the
news of the English defeat at
Prestonpans reached Londom, the
National Anthem, as it was then
soon afterward termed, was sun
in London theatres to words es-
pecially written for the occasion.

Arne, the composer of “Rule Bri-
tannia!” was in  charge of the
musical arrangement at Drury
Lane, and in October of that y
—1745—the words and music were
published as a duet in the Genile-
men's Magazine. That was not the
first publication of the tune,
though which bore the following

chorus:
God save our Lord the King,
Long live our noble King,
God save the King.
Send him victorious,
Happy and glorious,
Long to reign over us,
God save the King.

O Lord our God, arise,
