Scope of Activities.

“The membership of the Interna-
tional Niagara Board of Control
which since 1923 under the instruc-
tions of the two governments, has
supervised and controlled the diver-
sion of the water permitted to be
diverted under Article V. of the
bourrdary waters of 1909-10, was en-
larged from two to five and con-
stituted into a special International
Niagara Board for the purpose of
carrying on this investigation. Joint
terms of reference were agreed up-
on by the two governments in Oc-
tober, 1926, and were referred to
the Board for action.
“The objective of the Special
Board's investigation was, in brief,
the determination of how the scenic
beauty of the Niagara Falls and
Rapids can be maintained and by
what means and to what extent the
improvement thereof by erosion
can be overcome and consistent
with the preservation and consist-
with the preservation of the beauty
of the Falls and River of determin-
ing what quantity of water addi-
tional to that permitted to be div-
erted by the Boundary Waters
Treaty, might be diverted either
temporarily or permanently.

‘Scope of Report.

“While the investigation of. the
Special Board are not complete, they
are sufficiently advanced to permit
of the submission at this time to
the two Governments of certain
conclusions and recommendations
with respect to Initial remedial
measures which might be profitably
undertaken in the immediate fu-
