My, McLure is to be congratulated on hgv-
ing obtained from Transport Minister Chevrier
the definite assurance that the Dominion Gov-
ernment is committed, to expenditures of five and
one-half mullion .dollars on improvements  at
Tormentine and Borden, in addition to the new
car ferry estimated to cost five million dollars.
Mr. Chevrier didsnot go into details as to the
terminal itmprovements, or state \v]letller or not
they involved extension of the piers so as to
shorten considerably the distance which the ferry
would have tu travel. Last October, in reply
to a question by Mr. McLure, the Milli§t€1’
stated that a retired member of the\ United
States corps of engineers had been engaged to
review the previous reports on the feg‘ry term-
inal facilities, and had submitted certain recom-
mendations with reference to the Tormentine
terminal works. The engineer's report was at
that time “stili under consideration” by the
Department. Presumably a policy of termma}
improvements has been adopted. The vote of
$250,000 for this work in the §upp1§mentary
estimates indicates that a beginning is to be
made shortly. L

Not so satisfactory was the mes}ers at-
titude towards Mr. McLure’s contention that
the Government is responsible for the pro-
hibitive truck rates on the Borden ferry,‘and
that this service should be treated as a natxongl
highway. Mr. Chevrier “passed the buck” in
this matter to the Board of Transport Com-
missioners, ignoring altogether our right to
the freedom of inter-provincial trade. We quot-
ed recently ip these columns the Conservative
stand on this question, as enunciated at the
Bracken meeting in Charlottetown last Ma)'r-—-
namely, that the increase in cost of _moving
farm products and other essential freight, _by
truck or rail, over the normal cost ef moving
such farm products and freight for the equiv-
alent mileage on land, should, as a matter of
national policy, be borne by the Dominion.

The Minister and his cabinet colleagues
can scarcely plead ignorance to our grievance in
this connection, or contend that it has any
political motive. The point was m::lde very
strongly by Premier Jones at the opening of the
Dominion-Provincial Conference in August,
when he quoted Clause 28 of the Confedex:a-
tion Treaty as stating specifically that ferries
between Provinces are a charge on the Parlia-
ment of Canada. Equitable treatment, Premier
Jones argued, meant carrying trucks “free of
charge, or almost so” on the Govgmment:owned
ferry; “ferries should be a national highway
under the terms upon which we entered Con-
federation.” )

Our transportation problem will never be
satisfactorily solved until this policy is adopted.
In the circumstances we cannot for a moment
concede that the Board of Transport Commis-
sioners has any jurisdiction in the matter.

As for, the attitude of the railway author-
ities, it was bluntly summed up in a letter writ-
ten some years ago by a Vice-President of the
C. N. R. to the then Premier of this Province,
refusing to lower automobile ferry rates. “We,
as a railroad” the Vice-President wrote, "mft-
not afford to overlook the fact that in re.alzt.v
every automobile we handle on the ferry is in
competition with our own rail route.” !

If anything were needed to show why we
are so insistent on having this vital matter
taken ‘out of bureaucratic hands, the abo_ve
quotation should suffice. The more one studies
it, the more it will be realized why we have been
so persistently checkmated and double-crossed.

Minister Of Provincial Relations?

Premiers attending the recent Dominion-
Provincial Cenference are said to have discus-
sed the idea of the Dominion Governmen.t ap-
pointing a minister responsible for provincial
relations — one minister to whom the Prov-
inces could go on all Dominion-Provincial mat-
ters. The Prenvers liked the idea so well that
it may be brought up at the next meeting of the
Dominion-Provincial conference in January.

The suggestion, says the Winnipeg Tribune,
is worthy at least of close study. Relations be-
tween the Dominion and: provinces are becorp-
ing increasingly complex and far-reaching in
their effect on the day-to-day well-being of the
average Canadian.  The present prospect 1:5 thas
this complexity will endure and grow in the
months ahead.

However, finding. a Minister of Provincial
Affairs who will be acceptable to all the Proy-
inces may be no easy task.

Tax On Fishermen

Finance Minister Ilsley has indicated that
he is giving serious consideration to changes in
the income tax law affecting fishermen. This
is not altruism on the Government’s part. The
present arrangements for collecting income tax
from fishermer are said to be responsible, in
part at least, for the delay in officially termin-
ating wartime powers.

Fishermen are not wage workers, but self-
employed workers living by the sale of their
product. Wartime emergency powers were. used
to make their purchase and sale contracts sub-
ject to tax deduction at the source. So far as
is known, it is the only instance in an English-
speaking country in which sales are treated as
income and mace subject to tax deduction at the
source. In order to continue the present
method of collecting the tax from, fishermen,
wartime. powers must be projected into peace-
time arrangements, or alternatively, new pro-
cedures must be devised. The present arrange-
ment takes toll of fishermen’s incomes in years
of exceptional glut, and make no allowance for
the years in which the men toil much and catch
little, :

It is gratifying to know that Mr. Ilsley is
considering a proposal to levy income tax on
average earnings. Perhaps this cannot be done
without extending the same right to <farmers
and others whose incomes are subject to wide
fluctuations. In any case, there would seem
to be no reasonable objection to such an. obvi-
ously fair and equitable arrangement.
