UNIVERSITY GETS
“DOMINION SUGAR”
GRANT OF $3,000

The University of Toronto has
received a $3,000 .fellowship from
the Canada and Dominion Sugar
Company to be extended over a
period of three years. It is design-
ed to encourage research to con-
quer disease of sugar beets @ On-
tario. The holder of the fellowship
has not been named by the Uni-
versity as yet but it is expected "us
research will be in  co-operation
with the Dominion Laboratorvy of
Plant Pathology, at Harrow, On-
tario, which is under the direction
of Dr. L.W. Koch, who has already
directed some valuable experi-
mental studies in this field.

No particular diseases are speci-
fied for these studies but “black-
root” is known as the most com-
mea sugar beet disease in thi
area. Modern sugar beet seed is
highly disease resistant but no im-
munity to blackroot has so far
been developed. The incidence of
blackroot varies greatly with the
spring weather conditions.
