Gonfesses To
Nazi Killing

TORONTO, Dec 19— (CP)

Ernest Kehler, blond, 180-pound
amateur boxer, told police today
how in a burst of rage and in-
dignation at offensive advances he
lashed out with his fists at Dr.
Walter Engelberg, secretary of the
German Consulate in New York,
then grabbed a heavv object from
a dressing table and battered the
42-year-old Naz{ to death.

Kehler, a native of Winnipeg
vho fohight under the name of
Haas, signed a statement admitting
the slaying of Engelberg in the
latter’'s Brooklyn home Dec. 6.

He was arraigned this afternoon
before Judge James Parker and was
formally charged with murder. af-
ter which he walved extradition
and police prener~~ ‘o return him
.0 New Yark for trial.

Earlier he had sizned a state-
ment token by Michael Kearns, as-
sistant district attorney of Kin
Oounty (Brooklyn), giving detalls
of the slaying.

The 24-year-oid, six foot one
finhter sa‘d he  suddenly went
berserk as a result of Engelberg’s
unnautral conduct. He remembets
striking a blow with his first. He
sald he doesn’t remember much af-
ter that,

He could not say what instru-
ment he selzed and used to
bludgeon the German official, in-
flicting half a dozen fractures in
the head and bashing in the face.
Police have not yet been able to
}ocate the weapon used In the kill-
ng.
