FARIS, April 27— Philatelists will
| Boon have a novelty to add to their
coilections in the new I'rench colony
stamps for Dahomey  and Senegul.
The postal administration has just
accepted the designs of M. de Nezicre,
to whom it had applied, and the en-
gravers have already started to work
.on the corners, but the completed
{dies are scarcely expected to be ready
much before the end of the year. The
artist has followed the modern taste
for symbolical figures illustrative of
the country, and for Dahomey the
stamp will show g native climhing o
palm tree to harvest the oil from the
nuts. In the four corners will be rep-
resented. fantastic animals adored as
gods or fetishes by the ‘‘medicine
men'j of the negroes, and the whole
will be a picturesque little miniat-
ure souvenir of the African possess-
ion,

The Senegal stamp will give a sket-
ch of the cotton market in an Afri-
can village, with many native figures
introduced. Though nothing has yet
been said about it, there is every
probability that the French protect-
orate cver Moroceo will also produce
& new series of stamps as soon as a
regular postal service has been or-
ganized.
