at Kensington

Dr. Harmry n, feld
Secretary of the Dental Hygiene
Council of Canada was in Kensing-
ton March 6th, In the afternoon
he add d the school children in
two groups, Dr, Thomson talked to
the children in such an interest-

ing manner that even the small
ones forgot to be noisy for an
hour, His address on Dental

Hygiene made a deep impression
on the children judging by the
reports carrled home by them, In
the evening a largc number of
adults were treated to an instruc-
tive address by the genial Doctor,
This lecture was part of an educa-

Provincial Dept, = of Health. Dr.
Keeping Chief dJealth Officer of
the Province, who nied
Dr, Thomson, also addressed the
meeting and explained the variova
activities of the Dept. of Health,
Dr. Thomson’s wide experience and
expert knowledge of his subject
coupled with a keen, sense of
humor kept his audience enthralled
throughout his address, Some great
philosopher has said « “Its  the
truth that hurts® but Dr. Thom-
son has the hapoy faculty of driv-
ing home the unpleasant truth in
such a way that much of the sting
is removed, He told his hearers that
97% of the Anglo-saxon race have
dental decay which can be pre-
vented through proper diet and
care of the teeth, that dental decay
causes many diseases in other parts
of the body, that people mneglect
their teeth more than any other
part of their bodies that the teeth
are practically the only part of
the body which nature does not
restore, These facts  anc: many
others so aptly described by the
learned lecturer show plainly the
need for such a campaign in this
province,  The  learned  doctor
stressed the neccessity of a properly
balanced ration in order to provide
the necessary ingredients to grow
good teeth. He instanced the al-
most perfect teeth of the Moari
(Mowrie+~New  Zealand  natives
who live entirely on fruit and vege-
tables.

He explained the good teeth of
the esquimaux by their consump-

tion of large amounts of raw
meat and fish—also by heavy
chewing required ' to' masticate

those comestibles .
He stressed quite strongly the
need of “exercise” for the teeth—
being embedded as they are in 2
resilient cushton in tne jaw.
the logic of the dictum of the
famous Dr, Osler some years ago
that every mouthful of food should
get thirty two.chews.

He deprecated the high percen-
tage of decay in the teeth of the
Anglo Saxon race—comparing
it unfavorably with teeth  condi-
tions of the people on the contin-
ent of Europe, and attributed it to
the use of refined foods. We are
becoming like pap fed children. We
should eat more whole wheat
bread raw vegetables, and raw
fruits, In regard to oatmeal he
said that a survey was taken of
dental conditions in the city of
Glasgow, which showed &
percentage of decay.

Oyster Fishery Problem

‘

Dealing with the fishery industry,
Mr. MacDonald referred to two
“captains” of the East River oyster
fishery who were in competition
with each other. One of them, &
new man in the figld, was paying
higher prices than the other, and
the latter had gone to Montreal and
succeeded in destroying his com-
petitor's connections.and putting him
out of business. Mr. MacDonald did
not -profess to speak with the
authority on 'this subject which
the Liberal ex-Minister of Pub-
lic Works possessed. He did wish to
point out, however, that the fisher-
men, owing to the fact that they
do mnot own their own equipment,
are at the mercy of the packers.
That is why they are in such finan-
cial ‘difficulties today.

Mr, MacDonald had: taken up
with Ottawa the matter of having
a thorough investigation to ascer-
tain whether the East River oyster
waters are free or otherwise of con-
tamination which would make the
oysters injurious to public health.
He hoped a favorable report would
be received, and that the areas
would not have to be closed, as
the industry was an important one
to our fishermen.

The experimental asphalt road-
work undertaken by the Govern-
ment last fall was commended by
Mr. MacDonald, who also express-
ed satisfaction that a start had
been made on the trans-Canada
highway.

The claim had be2n advanced by
the Opposition that the Old Age
Pensions Act was passed in this
Legislature by the Liberal Govern-
ment. This, said Mr. MacDonald,
was true; but it had been passed
on the eve of the last election, and
it was left for 'the Conservative
Government to put the legislation
into effect. As a result, many poor
people have benefited substantially.
(Applause.)

“I do not believe,” he
added, “that the Marketing Board,
when the prices are so low as they
are this year, can be of such value
as when the prices are higher, for
this reason: that when prices are
high there is a tendency to flood
the market, The Marketing Board
could then come In and prevent
this condition.
