NEW YORK, March 29.—Loaded
to the bulwarks with gold, the Red
Star liner Lapland arrived here
this afternoon with $10,000,000 in
gold bullion from 'Europe. The bul-
lion will help sterling exchange
rate in the United States and will
help cover the enormous exports of
this country to England. Not even
the officers of the vessel knew the
bullion was on board until they
neared New York.

Attempt to Burn
U.S. Steamers

LONDON, March 29.—Two at-
tempts Lo destroy the United Stat-
es steamer Philadelphia by fire
yesterday, which resulted in such
serious damage to the yessel as to
make it necessary to postpone her
sailing for New York, are believed
to have been the work of plotters
among the crew. The fact that the
steamship New York of the same
line was recently damaged by sim-
ilar mysterious fires has convinc-
ed officials of the line of the exist-
ence of an ‘incendiary plot. A re-
ward of $250 has been offered for
information leading to the arrest
of the guilty persons.

PARIS, March 29.—Three thou-
sand five hundred 3 inch fi2ld guns
have been found by the inter-allied
commission in the vicinity of Ber-
lin alone and’ altogether 12,000 of
these guns have thus far been dis-
covered thoughout Germany as
well as 6,000 airplanes intact.

According to the terms of the
treaty of Versailles the German
army should now have only 204 3
inch guns, and no airplanes what-
soever. These discoveries and oth-
er information in possession of the
French authorities have caused
considerable skepticism here as to
the reason given for the request o%
the Berlin government that it be
permitteq to send troops into the
neutral and occupied zones.

The fact that the request came
before the Germans had executed
any material clause of the treaty
although fhe time limit has expir-
ed of some three score of its pro-
visions, is declared in French of-
ficial cireles as laying the Germans
open to suspicion of making anoth.
er move in efforts to avoid carry-
ing out the engagements they en-
tered into at Versailles.

Particular significance is attach-
ed by the French to the discovery
of the guns in view of the fact that
the Germans, in a communication
to the allied commission to which
their excess of war materia] should
have been delivered by March 10,
said that it made no difference
whether this material be delivered
or destroyed and that they preferr-
ed to destroy it. Thus far, howev-
er, it was stated by a high officiay
here, no evidence had been obtain-
ed by the commission of any des-

“Unless well grounded estimates
are gravely. wrong, half.a million
Canadians are infecteq with the
most serious form of venereal dis-
ease. In Toronto there are at least
40,000 infected, many of them with-
out knowledge of it, but for one
reason or another the terrible ex-
tent of these discases is not gen-
erally known.”

STRIKERS GUILTY

Riotous Scenes in Court Room Wheﬂ Verdict Was

Received. Sentences

(Dom. Press Special.)

WINNIPEG, March 29.—Alder-
man John Queen, William Ivens,
Wm. A. Pritchard, R. J. Johns,
and George Armstrong, leaders in
Winnipeg's general strike of last
summer, Saturday afternoon were
convicted by the assize court jury
of seditious conspiracy on account
of their actions in connection
with the strike, They also were
convicted of having committed a
common nuisance,

R. I. Bray was found not guilty

of conspiracy but guilty of com-
mitting a nuisance.
Alderman A. A. Hcaps, was

found not guilty on all counts.
Scenes of disorder marked the
receipt of the verdict of the crowd
in the court room. Through a mis-
take it went from mouth to mouth
that the accused were not guilty.|
A wild cheer arose. Mr. Justice
Metcalfe, in the court, annoyed by
the noise, promptly ordered the;
court to be cleared. A squad of
constables with Deputy Sheriff
John Pyninger at their head start-
ed to clear the room. Then the re-
turn of the verdict swept through)
the crowd. The Sheriff and his!
men were hissed and hooted, Some-|
body hit Deputy Pyninger a fist
blow. A couple of constables struck
back into the crowd and it looked

for a moment as if there would be
a riot. After ten minutes the. De-
puty Sheriff and constables suc-
ceeded in clearing the hall and
drove the crowd into the street.
Everything became calm.

The accused all accepted the ver-
dict quietly. Heaps shows no elat-
ion ovér his acquittal. Relatives of
the men found guilty who were in
the court room, were deeply affect-
ed by the verdict,

When the first verdict of guilty
wag announced in the case of Wm.
Ivens, a suppressed groan arose
from the crowd and as the other
verdicts followed, the wives of the
several men, who were in various
parts of the. court roomg broke
down, one after another.

‘The accused were remanded for
sentence for ten days without bail.
They were taken to the jail after
having a few moments’ conversat-
ion with their relatives. A large
erowd was assembled outside the
court house and in the lower halls.
The crowd made a demonstration
against the jurymen, who left the
building by a side exit.

The trial has been in progress
for 'more than two months and
during all that time the jurymen
have been kept away from the pub-
lic. They were departing when . the
verdict was received.
