This passage of scripture  por-
trays the formal presentation of
Jesus to the Jowish natlon as such,
as the Messiah or Christ, It was
his first appearance at his nation's
capital after his baptism. There he
deslared who hs was, not merely by
word but by actlon.

A part of the temple, ca'led the
court of the Gentils and which was
not considered to be sacred, was
wed for the selling of oxen and
sheep and for the changing  of
money into . the temple shekel,
which was used in the payment
of the temple tax.

They had to change their money
from the money of the plac2 where
they resided to that of the temple
and the money changers in the
temple charged too high a commis-
slon for this service. We know on
a similar occacion toward the
close of his ministry Jesus dznoun=
«d those doing business in the
temple by saying, ““Ye have made
it a den of thicves.” (Matthew 218
13). Jesus did denounce their un-
fair practices but this was only in-
cidental in this incident.

The temple was the house of God.
Al of the temple was sacred even
that portion which was used for
this busine:s. 1t was to be & place
of prayer. It was his Father's House
which they were desecrating. 8o he
makes a scourge of small cords and
drives them out adding theze fierce
words, “Take these things hence;
mmake not my Father’s house a house
o merchandise”. With this action
and with these words he shows
them that he is the Christ the Son
of God. We see something in this
incident of that aspect of the
oharacter of Christ which we
might expect in the great final
judge of all men.:

What is the reaciion of the people
to this presentation of the Christ?
His disciples “belleved, They saw in
this incident a fulftllment of the
scripture, “The zeal of thine house
bath eaten me up.” (Psa'm 60: 9).
There was another group there
whose rcaction Was unfavorable.
The religlous authorities resented
the authority which he assumed.
They demanded & sign by which® he
would cemonstrate to them that he
really had the authority which he
assumed, He gave them an answer
suited to their unbelleving and crit-
iolzin7 minds,  He sald, “Destroy
this temple, and in three days I
will raise it up” The sign which
Jesus offered did mot bring rellef
but rather greater scoffing on the
part of the unbelievers. The sign
Which he promised was
of fulfi'lment, The temple
ing was forty eix years under con-
struction. But they had mistaken
the point of 'the sign which Jesus
o'fered. He was not speaking of
the temple building but he Was
speaking of the temple of his body.
He was really offering them &
greater slgn than they thought
that he was offering, He would di2
on the cross and in three days his
body would come alive out of the
tomb, The believing disciples At
that time did not understapd this
sign which he offered. They how-
ever, did not criticize or scoff. They
waited for further light and the
time came when they understood.

Settling Claims

(By The Associated Press)

LONDON, March 2—King Ed-
ward’s head has been carefully
measurcd as one of the first steps
in preparation for coronation cere=
monies to be held in 1937, possibly
in. June.

The measurements were taken
to a small factory where the court
jewellers will adjust the royal
crown to fit. This is but one item
in the task of geiting ready for
the event. Another is that the
« court of claims” must meet to
allot coronation dutles and hear
disputes on privilege.

Claims will be made for the tra-
ditional task of tasting the King's
wine; for the right to chal'enge to
mortal combat aryone who de-
clares the King is not the right-
ful monarch; for the right to pro-
vide a glove for the King's right
hand; for the title of “master of
the silver scullery.”

Public interest in the ceremony
has already begun to manifest it-
celf. Reservations for seats along
the expected route of the procession
are being made, more than a year
in advance, with money being paid
down in some instances. Wwestmin=
ster Hospital, which has capitalized
on three past coronation ceremon=
jes, is to erect & grandstand seat-
ing more than 2000 persons.

By selling seats -at Queen Vic-
toria’s procession the hospital gain=
ed $20000. The crowning of King
Edward VII placed $35,000 in the
hospital’s treasury and $65,000 was
netted in 1911 when King George
was formally invested with the
authority of the throne.

‘When Member’s
. Bribe Charges
Shook Ontario

(By The Canadian Press)
TORONTO, March 1—As Prem-
| ier Taschereau prepares for the first
cesslon of Quebec’s 19th legislature,
called for March 24, the mind of
many an old-timer ‘goes back to
stirring political days of 19803 in
Ontario,

The Quebec administration’s ma-
jority of six in a House of 80 is
not unique, Several times provincial
legislatures have assembled with
the government holding & sparse
majority. No such situation was so
spectacular as that which confront-
ed Hon. George W. Ross’ Liberal,
regime when the Ontario house met
March 10, 1903.

The Ross government had a ma-
jority of less than half a dozen..
Out of that ‘irst session and the
election which preceded it came
the switch to Liberal ranks of Rob-
ert R. Gamey and his return to the
Conservatives — charging he had
been bought over by the Liberals
and had turned his coat merely to
prove the government's duplicity.
This was the spark that touched
off political flames - which swept
the province for nearly two years.
until the legislature was at length
dissolved and an election called for
January, 1905. The vote brought
Conservative James Pliny Whitney
into, power—a power not regained
by the Liberal party until Mitchell
Hepburn swept the boards in 1934.
The night of the election; May
29, 1902, had found both sides
claiming but the complet
returns chowed the Ross govern-
ment sustained by a majority of
four. Even this advantage was bul
momentary, for within' three days
J. W. Munro, Liberal member-elect
for North Renfrew, died suddenly,
leaving & majority of but three,
which electlon of a speaker would
reduce to two.

Closeness of the party standing
was para'leled by the results in a
number of ridings, where eight Lid-
erals and four Conservatives had
been elected with majorities of less
than 50, three of these majorities
belng represented by digits.

From the hustings the politicians
turned to the courts in the effort
to better their fortunes, and a ser-
jes of recounts and election trials
hhad the net result of adding a
couple of supporters to the govern-
ment side.

Another apparent accession of
strength came with the announce-
ment made about Feb. 1, 1903, by
Robert R. Gamey, ~Conservative
member-elect for . the Island of
Manitoulin, that “Manitoulin is my
politics” and that to get for his
constituents any benefits to be
derived from support of the gov-
ernment he wou'd take his seat on
the Liberal sdle of the legislature.

Peace In Danger
British Leaders
Admit Anxieties

(By The Canadian Press)

LONDON, March 2—With ex-
pectation of the launching this
month of a British rearmament
program to cost between $1,000,000,&
000 and $1,500,000,000 the warning
utterances during the- past few
months of leading Britlsh states-
men are being recalled.

It is pointed out many of Brit-
ain’s prominent men some of them
regarded as pacifists and advocates
of smaller armament in other days,
have apparently swung in with the
belief the nation rhust increase its
defensive forces for the protection
of democracy.

Following are excerpts from
speeches made in and out of par-
liament in recent months:

Stanley Baldwin, prime minister:
“The world has never heen less
safe for democracy than it is today.
In the interests of world peace it is
essential our defensive services be
better than they are today. I warn
this country there are grave risks
to peace.

Winston Churchill, war secretary:
“The whole of Germany . is an
armed camp. Tha industries of Ger-
many are mobilized for war to an
extent ours were not mobilized ev-
en a year after the Great War. A
whole population is being trained
from childhood up for war.”
Ramsay MacDonald ,former prime
minister: “Our attempt to lead the
world towards disarmament by ex-
ample has failed. AIl over the
world—in Germany, Russia, Japan
the United States and elsewhere—
arnfaments’ are being increased. I
regard the present situation as the
most serious we have faced since
1914.”

George L#fsbury, recently head
of the Labor party: “The danger of
wer, whether waged between two
nations or groups of natlons, is
nearer today than at any time in
my lifetime, I have never known &
period when armaments were of
such a devilish description.”

Sir Samuel Hoare, former. for-
elgn secretary: “I am haunted by
two unescapable questions. What
effect is the rupture of the Stresa
front, the front that maintained
the entente between the old allles
of France and Italy, going to have
upon the new Germany, a Germ=-
any militarily stronger than it has
ever been before? What effect is
the continuance of the European
conflict going to have upon Japan,
a country that in the east is as
resolutely bent upon achieving i's
objective as is Germany . in (he
west?” (

The Archbishop of Canterbury:
“If g rearmament race pegins, where
will it end? Imagination staggers at
the answer to that question.”

Sir Stafford Gripps, labor lead-
er: “The government amaments
program will lead this country to
war as surely as did the armaments
program of 1910.”

Oliver Baldwin, Labor member
of parliament, and son of the prime
minister: “Another five years ol
foreign policy of the national gov-
ernment will cause not war with
one country but with the whole
world.”

When the tumult had died down,
Premier Ross, after a whispered
conference with Mr. Stratton, arose
and said that 1¥: honorable col-
league had assured him that Mr.
Gamey’s accusations = were false.
The steps to be taken to substanti-
ate this claim would be considered
by the Cabinet and an annourice~
ment would follow. Mr. Whitney
added a word to the effect that
the Opposition also would have to
study the situation before stating
its attitude.

Queen’s Park, the newspaper of-
fices and political circles in and
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outside of the provincial - capital,
were far from tranquil that night.
Ministerial and party conferences
were hastily convened, legal gentle-
men learned in both parliamentary
law and political
cal'ed into consultation, telephone
and telegraph wires ‘hummed with
press despatches and private mes-
sages, reporters beceiged Mr. Ga-
mey and Mr, Stratton or dogged
the trail of a dozen or more per-
sons who had been mentioned by
Gamey as being implicated in his
charges. .

On the reassembling of the leg-
islature next day, the premier an-
nounced that the Cabinet had de-
cided to appoint a royal commission
of inquiry, consisting o two judges
of the High Court of Ontario. The
Opposition leader countered with a
demand that the probe should be
conducted by the legislature's com-
mittee on privileges and e'ections.
This joining of iscue set the stage
for a debate which raged for near-’
ly three weeks.

Sticking to its guns, the govern-
ment held its supporters in line and
carried by a majority of four the
resolution appointing the commis-
slon. Then the legistators took a
long adjournment.

. The inquiry opened April 3 and
was carried on, with a couple of
prief recesses only, until May 28.
More than 100 witnesses were call-
ed. The proceedings were a succes-
