Germans Say They Are Almost In-
sane from Everlasting Coumming
of Guns.

Christmas Will Bring No Cessation
of Hostilities This Year,

(Canadian Press Despatch.)
LONDON, Dec. 20— [Thousands upon
thousands of packages from “home”
are pouring in for ‘the soldiers of
the British Empire, fighting in
France, as harbingers of Christmas
but the usually glad season of
“Peace on earth, good will to-men”
will bring no cessation of hoetilities
this year and Christmas Day pro-
mises to go down in history as just
another twenty-four hours of ceate-
less  shelling and war activity all
along the line.
