SPARROWS

Birds of another group that are
just as characteristic oi the salt
marshes as ithe rails, and just as
elusive but much maller, are the
sharp-tailed spairow (Abbosxgxza
cauaacuta) and seaside sparrcw.
(A. maritima). They are in the
marshes at all seasons, but tnere is
scme shifting to the soutn, at least
by the northern colonies, Like
pany other sparrows these tend to
be streaky both abcve and below,
and they have touches of yellow on
the sidés. They are about as d.f-
ficult to chserve as mice and ap-
pear not unlike those small mam-
mals during the brief giimpses that
usually are about all that can be
obtained of them. When forced to
take wing, they fiutter only a
short distance and drop again into
their haven — tte marsn. Their
songs are unimpressive, Their nests
are built in crannies among drift,
often of dried eelgrass. About four-
fifths of the focd of each specles
is made up of insccts, spicers,
snalls, and sand fleas, an
other fifth of tuie seeds of grasces
and other plants.

Rather close relatives of the
true saltumarsh sparrows are the
Savannah  Sparrow (Passerculus
sandwichensis) and  grasshopper
sparrow (Ammodramus savannar-
um), which have exten:ive inland
breeding range but scmet'mes nest
in parts of the salt marshes that
are not too wet. They are not
easily distinguished by the lay
observer.

DUCKS

Advertising such as the above if
it could be carrled on a larger
scale throughout Canada and the
United States, would mean a quick
reversal in the present apathetic
trend of the fur markets, at least
for silver fox and mink. The fact
seems to be the fur merchants,
are glven to over optimistic or
over depressive sentiments, and
have allowed the latter trend too
much leeway. This is no reflection
on them. The writer realizes the
great contribution they have made
towards the development of the
fur industry. Take them away from
it and the business would collapse.
They are naturally men who take
a chance and somet'mes they will
take very long chances in order to
achieve what looks to be a profit.
In the present case, however, the
long drawn out negctiations over
the {)rlce ceiling and the many re.
strictions that have gone with it
have discouraged them and no
doubt Morrls Cantor’'s advertising
campalign is planned with the idea
of inspiring new enthusiasm.

What can we each one of us do
to Improve the status of our in-
dustry?

On championships in the new
classifications it was decided that
Championships will be provided
for Marked Silver, Standard Plat-
Inum Silver, Standard Platinum
and Standard Pearl Platinum div-
islons in the adult and pun sect-
ons, such championships to re-
ceive championship ribbons only,
but a trophy and championship
ribbon is to be provided for the
Grand Championship Fox In each
division.

The fox show this year will be
open to all vegistered fcxes in
Canada. Each exhibitor will be
permitted to enter 40 foxes but not
more than three can be shown in
any section. The rules governing
the awarding of the aggregate
score trophy are to be improved
and a suggestion found favor that
not more than 19 points be award-
ed any exhibitor in any class. An
aggregate score trophy will be pro.
vided for new type foxes, such
trophiy to be awarded to the ex-
hibitor and not the ranch. It was
also decided that the rule regard-
ing the awarding of the aggre-
gate score trophy in the standard
registered classes shiould be changed
and that in future it will go to the
exhibitor Instead of the rancher.

The matter of a pelt show came
up for discussion and it was decid-
ed that the annual pelt show would
be held on the dates of January
5th to 8th, 1943, closing date for
entries would be January 2nd Two
days judging to be arranged and
classification to left {n  the
hands of the prize l'st committee.
The rack display of perts as pro-
vided In former years will be dis.
nensed withh and the judging will
be open  to the public and an-
neunced as each class Is carried
on. Pelts to be then packed and
teken away.

All charges with the excention of
membership fees of the Provincial
Association will be cut out providing
the usual grants come through. If
