- OTTAWA, Ont., Sept, 30. (By the
Canadian ' Press)—~Automatic “coin-
in-the-slot” machines will be used
for the sale of apples in France,
according to & report recelved from
Paris by the Department of Trade
and. Commerce today.

One of the largest fruit import-
Ing firms in France has placed
en initial order for ten carloads
of apples with an approximate val-
ue of $18,000, and is considering
dealing in the Canadian fruit ex-
clusively. Two thousand of the
automatic vending machines will
be placed throughout France, and
the firm has also organized a ser-
des of public auctions: for the sale
of - Canadian apples.

Hercule Barre, Canadian Trade
Commissioner in France, working
in conjunction with J. Forsyth
Bmith, Canadian Frult Trade Com-
missioner at: London, were respon=
sible for the sale to the large
French firm.

The extent of the activities in de=«
veloping the French market for
Canadian apples 18 realised when
it is seen that only 2415 barrels
of apples were exported to France
from the 1920 crop, while 28261
barrels of last year’s crop found
4ts way to that country. There were
practically no shipments of Can-
adian apples to France previous
to the 1929 crop.

', Shipments of the 1931 apple crop
|'commenced on September 18.
Bince that date the equivalent of
238,980 barrels was exported as com
pared with 120356 barrels during
Rhe corresponding period last year.
Of the total exported this.year to
date over 238,000 barrels went to
Great Britain and the remainder
went to Sweden, New York and the
Oritish West Indles. :
