A Tribute to Sir

When Sir Stafford Cripps was expelled from
the British Labour Party for advocating too ad-
vanced socialistic policies, he was axd;d “‘and
abetted by two colleagues who followed him "intd
the wilderness,”” viz. Mr. (}cqrge Douglas HO_W.-
ard Cole, Reader in Economics, thord Uni-
versity, and author of a whole library on ec-
onomic and social subjects, and _Profess<_3r Ha_r-
old J. Laski, Professor of Pohtlgal Science in
the University of London, and pl:cvlmls!_y" Lectur-
er in History at McGill University.  The latter
has been writing his views on his former col-
league and his new appointment. and here is the
gist of them : “Mr, Churchill acted handsome‘l)-r z.md
with wisdom (with reference to adverse criticism
in the House of Commons and Press). He has not
done enough, perhaps, to satisfy the tadpoles and
Babus of the House of Commons; perhaps he
never can whilst he remains himself Prime Min-
ister. ;

“But he has done enough to convince the couri-
try of his anxiety to learn from misfortm.le. it
does not need conviction about hig resoluti~n and
courage. The important act in the dra~.a is clos-
ed; the stage is set for the emerjence of a new
phase.

“It is not, I think, beyond the facts to say that,
Mr. Churchill apart, the figure upon which the
public will mostly fix its attention is Stafford
Cripps. He has come back from Moscow with a
great reputation ; and he has come back free frox?
party ties, In his early fifties, for 10 years an out-
standing lawyer of his time, a debater of first
class quality, a man of passionate conviction, efig:-
er and vivid, with something of Mr. Church1}l 3
own dynamic quality, of the younger genetntlon
of politicians, no one has aroused the same
enmotions either of enthusiasm or of indignation.

“He is a man without fear, He is unafraid to
be himself. He has not been afraid to go out into
the wilderness. He speaks his mind with CIEE.U:I'S-
ing forthrightness, He has the kind of ability
which can never be ignored.

“Stafford Cripps has defects. He is never an
easy member of a team. He has been content to
work with second-rate colleagues whose affirm-
ation he has often mistaken for confirmation, He
has too rarely understood why Burke said that
prudence is the first of the political virtues. He
has had too little patience with the slow,
fumbling instinct of the trade union moveinent.
But he has the crusader’s energy for getting things
done.

“He has a swift simplicity of approach which
makes him see big things in a big way. He gives
the whole of himself to his cause; and he gives
himself without counting the cost to his career.
He is the Leader of the House of Commons to-
day because the nation willed that Mr, Churchill
put him there.”

This is a handsome and sincere tribute from
one who went out “into the-wilderness” with Sir
Stafford and knows the stuff of  which he is
made,

Hard to Follow

Of all the King Government’s press supporters,
the Winnipeg Free Press is probably the ablest
and most consistent. Yet even the Fyree Press
has had to cut some amusing capers in order to
1eep up with Premier King’s gyrations on the
conscription question. :

At one stage, the TFree Press was against
either a general election, a referendum or a pleb-
iscite, and argued that Parliament was vested with
full powers to deal with the problem of recruit-
ing. Later, when the Government produced the
plebiscite scheme, it began to see merit in it, but it
entered this caveat ahout the nature of the ap-
peal to the people:

“Of course a referendum, if resorted to, will ask
for a decision upon a definite problem, embody-
ing a pollcy approved by the Government for
which popular consent will be sought, Any other
kind of referendum, under the circumstances now
prevailing, would he open to strong and fatal ob-
Jections, Consultation of the people in this in-
stance should mean a definite reference to the
people.”

Now that the Government has formulated a
plebiscite which does not begin to comply with
this primary condition, the I'ree Press is lauding
it as a wonderful device for preserving the na-
tional unity, and hurling huckets of abuse at any-
body who suggests that it is a waste of time and
money.

Come weal or woe for the cause of freedom,
the ascendancy of the Liberal Party must be
maintained !

Skyscrapers and Bombs
Mr, Harvey Wiley Corbett, of New York, an
architect who was prominently identified with the
erection of Rockefeller Centre and the buildings
at Chicago’s Century of Progress Exhibition, be-
lieves that, if the bombing plane is to remain as

buildings no higher than four or five storeys
would be safer and a better place in which to live
than one filled with skyscrapers. He inclines tc
this view because history shows that no instru-
ment of war devised by mankind has ever been
discarded until @ more terrifying weapon was pro-
duced to supersede it.

Skyscrapers are not necessary, anyway. When
grouped, they cause congestion in the streets as
their occupants enter or emerge from them at
peak hours; they shut off light and™ai¥ ‘and be-
come urban canyons which make heat waves hard
to endure, Mr. Corbett used to admire the tall
buildings and advocate their erection, but he has
changed his mind with regard to them. Obvious-
ly, it would be easier in an air raid for people n
a five-storey buiding to reach ground level or the
street than for those in a fifty-storey building.

Buildings of the future may therefore weigh
only about one-third of what they do now, and
be of much lower height. Masonry, as it is now
known, including brick, stone and cement, will
not likely be used. Walls with a thickness of no
more than three or four inches are felt to be
ample for the new type of construction, Pre-
fabricated and synthetic elements will replace the
raw materials now so commonly employed. Build-
ings will be put up much quicker and be just as
strong. If not over, the era of the skyscraper
seems at least to be declining.

THE FBRTILIZER GRANT

Sir:—Our friend Mr, R, A, Pro-
fitt in this morning’s issue of your
paper states that “I notice in your
paper a report of a recent meeting
Oof the Charlottetown Board of
Trade in which R, E, Mutch ques-
tions my statement that the Fed-
eration of Agriculture was consult-
ed vegarding the nature of the fer-
tilizer bonus.”

I have read carefully, as T gen~
erally do, each. issue of your pa-
per, and I fail to find credited to
me any words that can be con-
strued to mean what Mr. Profitt
states was in the copy he saw. Will
he be good enough to supply the
exact wording in his special copy.
I might add that nothing was
further from my thoughts than to
question his statememt, because I
was without information on the
subject,

As a matter of fact, the question
was raised by Mr. Boulter when
reporting to the Board of Trade on
the result of his recent trip to
Ottawa; he advised that the Board's
resolution requesting that the
farmer be permitted to wuse, if
found desirable, a portion of the
bonused fertilizer for his potato
Crop was not in accordance with
the Government plan. He went on
to state that the Government had
decided that pctatoes should mnot
be included, and it was he, not the
writer, who questioned the state-
ment in Mr, Profitt's letter of the
23rd February that the Federation
of Agriculture had been consulted;
and when the chairman Mr, Ains-
worth and the writer pointed out
the fact that mangles and turnips
had been added in the crop on
which the bonus fertilizer might be
used, we were perhaps aco:pting
Mr. Profitt's statement. It was then
that Mr, Boulter stated that he
would investigate the matter,

The object behind the action of
the Board of Trade was to assist

=the farmer on a small acreage of

poor land, and without sufficient
livestock to supply the manure
needsd to bring his land into pro-
duction. The bonus, we were told,
applies to only five tons of fertil-
izer to each farmer and cannot
therefore have a very great bearing
on the total potato production of
the Province,

The resolution originally passed
by the Beard wes on information
supplied by two men who were
present at the meeting, and who
have had verhavs more to do with
the agricultural deve'opment of the
Province than any two other indi-
viduals, and the Board who €0-0p~
erated with {them felt they were
taking the right course, and cer-
tainly had no thought of stirring up
anything in the way cf controversy,

The Health Tax Act, 1241

ace

Effective as on and after the first day of March, 1942, a
of ten percent on all tobacco, with the exception of chevi
tobacco, will be payable by all persons consuming or purchasing |
same.

The Act requires that all Vendors of tobacco, in any fo
must be in possession of a License authorizing them to sell tobad
and the tax of ten percent on the value of all tobacco sold must
collected by them at time of each retail sale.

Section 3 (Sub-section 3) of the Statute provides that *
wholesale vendor shall sell any tobacco in the Province for resale
the Province to a person who is not a vendor duly licensed under
Part.”

Receipts for delivery to purchasers, showing amount of
paid, will be supplied to Retail Vendors.

The minimum tax is 1c.  In arriving at the tax, figure to
nearest half-cent; one-half or anything over the one-half cent
considered as a cent.  Anything less is to be omitted.

As an example:—On a 12¢ purchase, ten percent is 1-2, or o
and one-fifth cents, As the fraction is less thdn one-half,
fraction is omitted and the tax becomes Ic.

On a 25¢ purchase, ten percent is 2.5 or 2 1-2c which calls
3¢ to be paid.
