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Christmas Mailing

November 1 is the deadline for mailing Christ-
mas parcels to men in the armed forces over-
seas. This does not mean that it should be put
off until that time. Such delay would be tanta-
mount to leaving domestic Christmas mail until
Christmas Eve.

The Post Office will do its best to get the
mail to the men i time for Christmas, even
if it is posted the very last day., Dut there is
uo guarantee that it can do so. It is far better
Lo take no chances, and to get the parcels away
at onee, allowing reasonable leeway for delays
that so often oceur daring wartime, and reliev-
img the postal awhorities of a last-minute rush,
Britain's War Expenditure

recently, when U.S. Senator Ellender stated
that Great Dritain’s per capita war debt had
increased only 837 in five years while that of
the United States had inereased $642 since Sep-
tember, 1040, it was obvious that he knew
nothing abouvk what he was talking ahout.  The
Ottawa Journal has obtained the official fig-
vres, which tell a completely different story.
Here they are

What the oificial figures now show is that
Britain's per capita debt in 1038 was $848; that
on June, 1043, it was S1.846; that, consequently,
the increase in pgr capita debt over five years
has been roughly $t1.000

The British ver capita debt, far greater than
that of the United St is a terrific thing. It
would be still more terrific were it aot for the
fact that DBritish taxation is among the heaviest
in the world; vastly heavier than any existing
taxation in the United States. DBritain has been
waging this war on a ‘“‘pay as you ga” principle.
In 1042 she devoted 62 per cent of her national
income to war expenditure, this as against 47
per cent for the United Stetes. This year ihe
United States outlay, in terms of national in-
come will be greater; but it is doubtful whether
it will he as great as that of Britain.

No N.B. Election

The announcement of Premier J. B. Mac-
Nair of New Prunswick that ihe general elec-
tion in that province is to be deferred till 1944,
giving the present Legislature its full statutory
time limit, is not surprising says the Sydney Post-
Record, in view of the disappointing results from
the Liberal point of view of the provincial elec-
tions held this  year. The overwhelming
defeat of the Nixon Government of Ontario
and the near defeat of the Jones Government of
Prince Edward Island are regarded by political
observers, as reactions in provincial politics to
the growing unpopularity of the King Govern-
ment and the conscquent weakening of the Lib-
eral cause both in the federal and provincial
arenas.

There was considerable talk of 2n apoeal by |
the Governmient of New Brunswick to the elec-
torate this year until quite recently. It is now
almost four vears since the present New Bruns-
wick Legislature was clected on November 20,
1939, and although the Assembly has another
year to run, an appeal this vear would have con-
formed with general pelitical practice, had the
Government felt secure enough in its position to
risk a 1043 election.

The more apparent threat to
Rome is from the south
Capua, Rome's anclent rival
Campania. Here after his devas-
tating victory at Cannae in 216
C., Hannibal made his base.
Here in 73 B. C. began the slave
rédvolt of Spartacus, which  dealt
the republic shrewd blow. Here,
in 1860, Garibaldi was stopped and
could neither take Capua nor cross
the Volturno. Capua was the na=
tive capital of Campania, a site cf
considerable strategic importance,
connected by a short road with
the Greek cities of Naples and
Pozzuoli on the bay, and with
Rome, one hundred and thirty
miles away, by the two chief Ro-
n roads to the south. In 856,
the Inhabitants were driven from
their homes by the.Saracens and
founded the new Capua three miles
distant at the crossing of the
Volturno, and at the convergence
of the Via Latina and the Via
Appia.
The Appian Way is the better
known of the two, and bore the
heavier iraffic. It is strange but
true that Pozzuoli, so far to the
south was preferred over Ostia as
the port of Rome. By landing on
the Bay of Naples, passengers cur-
tailed the voyage up the coast and
avoided trans-shipment at Tiber
mouth. They completed  their
journey to Rome by the Apvian
Way. Most famous of zall the roads,
it is called by a Neapoltan poet
“the queen of ways.” This way
went Paul to the court of Nero.
To Pozzuoll came _his brethren
from Rome to meet him. The final
lap from Terracina to Rome runs
as straight as a taut string for
sixty-five emiles. But at Terracina
it s almost crowded into the sea.
The mountainous headland was
cut back 120 feet to let it pass.
