FOURTEEN MURDERS A DAY.

The Brooklyn Eagle tells that ten years
ago murders in the United States aver
aged abont five a day. Last year the aver-
age was about fourteen. This is an ap-
palling record, but it is not all. Ten years
ago capital punishment was meted out to
one in each sixteen of the murderers,
Last year the proportion was only one
in seventy-two. Evidently life is cheaply
held across the border and is growing
cheaper while crime is not taken seriously
and is not punished with such séveﬁ(y as
Lax admin-
istration of the laws, the mistaken pity of
jurors, the tendency to treat a murderer

will give it a serious check.

as a hero or an unfortunate merely, are
all contributing causes to this alarming
condition of things.

And these conditionsacross the border
are matters of grave concern to us in
Canada.
