Dear Sir; As your letter was
found in a bag of pot:atoes a few
dags ago, I will answer it with great
pleasure ‘and with malyy thanks to
you and all who havel donated it.
It is sure a great help o the people
here, for we had very few potatoes
the last six years, and getting them
all by rellef is never sufficlent, and
at a high price. I wag on the dis-
tributing committee Jpere, and we
shipped to 154 families at the rate of
55 pounds to a persof. Nearly 600
persons receved potatpes. With the
three bags of turnips, every family
received one turnip. 4

We all like the potatoes and
turnips fine. The cufr of potatoes
came to Claybank oathe 5th of
December.

Now, you were asking about the
West, The West was & nice country
until 1929, when crops were fallures,
In 1929 we had a fair crop, but
to 29 cents a ‘bushel was re-
ceived for wheat, When the . ex-
penses were paid there was little
left.
