BALANCE THE BUDGET.

THE NATIONAL POLICY AND
THE MARITIMES

Sir—Setting aside party interests
as of minor importance also the
question of the completeness or
otherwise of the report of the Dun-
can Commission, as referred to in
your editorial in Saturday's Guard-
ian, it seems to me that this whole
question of ‘the incidence of the
Canadian customs_tariff upon the
commerce of the Maritimes is one
that calls for a. much better and
clearer understanding by the lead-
ing minds of Ontario and Quebec
than has been the case at 'any
time since Confederation.

No one who studies economic
conditions, both past and present,
in the Maritime Provinces, and
particularly in Prince Edward Is-
land, will contend that the people
of FEastern Canada have received
anything approaching their share
of the great wealth that has ac-
crued - to practically all classes in
the two Centrai Provinces from the
growth of their protected industries.
Apart from the coal and iron in-
dustries of Nova Scotia, there are
but few manufacturers holding
their own today east of Quebec
City. while many that were well
established prior to Confederation
have long since been forced out of
business by their stronger compet-
itors in Ontario and Quebec, as-
sisted as the latter have been by
the heavy rail freight charges west-
ward into Canada.

In contending on lines such as
the above before the Jones Com-

mission, Professor Norman Mac- .

Leod Rogers was but pointing to an
incontrovertible academic - truth.
On the other hand, when the Hon-
orable Norman MacLeod Rogers,
Minister of Labor, admitted in Par-
liament last week that “to abolish
the Protective Tariff would disrupt
Confederation” he again_spoke the
truth, and from an all Canada
standpoint, a truth. comparatively
of far greater significance. .

Impartial students of Canadian
history a’l admit that, had it _not
been for the imposition of the Pro-
tection Tariff upon British, Euro-
pean and American manufactures
Canada would have faced national
disaster in the early 80's.

When Alexander McKenzie, in
1875, told the then few existing
manufacturers of Ontario and Que-
bec that Canada was a pastoral
country and that manuf&ﬁturing
industries were not essential, the
leading mierchants of Monireal met
in the old Mechanics Institute on

St. James Street and passed unani- |

mously a resclution in favour of
the annexation of Canada to the
United States. Then it was that
Sir John MacDonald, Tupper, Tilly
and others with a strong British
instinct p’aced the matter squarely
before the people of the Dominion
who, in 1879 gave an overwhelming
verdict in favour of the National
Poicy as a_means of maintaining
Canada’s independence under the
British Crown.

There have been many electoral
contests since 1879 and free trade
has not been without its advocates,
but every Federal Government,
Libera! or Conservative, has real-
ized that the people of those days
were right, just as the Minister of
Labor is right today when he says

that Confederation would go to
pieces if the industries of the
country were sacrificed: and

, S0
long as we in the Maritimes wish
to ‘call ourselves Canadians, we
must make up our minds to support
the Natiomal Policy. On_the other
hand, while doing so, there is no
reason on earth why we should not
use every possible fair endeavour
to malte the people of Ontario and
Quebec realize what our patriotism
has cost us in the past and is cost-
ing us today: and that, as they
have made almost al. the gains
and as we have suffered almost all
the losses, it is their prime duty to
do whatever may be required to
assist us, their fellow Canadians, to
obtain standards of living as near-
ly as possible equal to their own.

There are two distinct ways in
which Central Canada can play
their part in this important con-
nection: 5

First: they can, with their capl-
tal and financial and _industrial
experience, establish such manu-
facturing industries in these East-
ern Provinces as can be carried on
successfully and profitab.y, particu-
larly those the products of which
%n];:e exported to the ouiside

rld.

Secong: they can second the de-
mang—~for a higher proportionate
subsiy from the central govern-
