WOLF IS NOT YET
EXTINCT IN QUEBEC.

QUEBEC, Jan. 23.—The report of
the Department of Colonization, Mines
jand Fisheries, for the year ending
June 30th, 1914, which will likely be
tabled by the Hon. Honore Mercier,
when the House meets this evening,
contains some interesting statistics of
the Department’s work and expendi-
tures during the twelve months,

Outstanding among these, are fig-
ures which gives the lie to the popular
|supposition that the wolf is an extinct
animal in the Province of Quebec.
The records show that between June
30, 1913 and the same date in 1914
there were 146 wolves killed in the
Province of Quebec, and a. gunty of
$15 paid for each, totalling $2,190 ex-
penditure by the Department in boun-
ties for wolves alone.. One settler
killed 11.

* The total expenditure on Coloniza-
tion was $274,266. and on Mines and
Fisheries $90,719.

Among the colonization expenditures
may be noted $2,606 to various colon-
ization societies; $5,000 for maps and
pamphlets and $249,645 for coloniza-
 tion roads. Qver 12,000 feet of bridges
and culverts were repaired by the De-
partment during the time specified.

AN OLD BATTLE GROUND.

(From the Bfrmingham Age-Herald.)

St. Privat, which is seven miles from
 Metz, bombarded by French troops,
was the scene of a desperate battle
before the capitulation of the fortress
in the Franco-Prussian war. For four
days a French army of 26,000 men
fought against 90,000 Prussians and
Saxons. They. did not retire until 20,-
000 of them were killed or wounded.
The losses on the other side were
40,000.

In his tribute to the bravery of the
French soldiers, a Prussian staff of-
ficer said: ‘Not a single trophy, not a
single gun was taken by us. More
than 40,000 dead and wounded show
the frightful nature of the struggle on
the last day, which lasted nine hours,
and in which the ‘valor of the Germans
triumphed only with the greatest dif-
ficulty over the stubborn resistance of
the French.”

The blame for the final defeat in
the struggle is placed on Marshal Ba-
zaine, who remained shut up in Metz
and refused aid to the generals in the
field, although fully informed of what
was taking place.’ Zola, in his great
novel, “The Downfall,” has painted a
vivid picture of the incidents leading
up to the triumph of the Germans
over France, and has described the
French generals, Bazaine among them,
as amazingly incompetent.

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EXPERIMENTAL
 FAR oy

(BY J, A. CLARK, SUPT. EGP. FARM
CHARLOTTETOWN)

One of the most interesting talks
during the Short Course in Agriculture
was given by Mr. J. A. Clark, Superin-
tendent of the Experimental Farm. In
his opening remarks he dealt at length
with the original system of Experi-
mental Farm work as outlined by the
late Wm, Saunders about thirty years
ago. The finding of crops that re
adapted for each locality was the
underlying motive that prompted this
great man to set the proposed scheme
in operation. He selected and
established a few farms  throughout
the Dominion and these proved to
be of suhc extensive value that thir-
ty-four are now used.

In the initial stages of crop work
an analysis. of the soil was used to
determine what crops should be grown
but this system was replaced by the
more reliable one of growing crops and
judging from the dred results obtain-
ed what ones should be used.

One of the principle crops used for
investigation is wheat. It is tried at
various stations and studied with rela-
tion to its adaptability for various en-
vironments. Records of seeding, rip-
ening, yield and quality of grain« are
kept in all cases to substantiate the
work. By such tests and from selec-
tion the margins variety has moved
the wheat belt of Western Canada 100
miles north. Prelidé is another vari-
ety that has improved the growing of
wheat in the West being eary, short
in straw and adapted to fertjle soils.
The distribution of Farm seeds is a
valuable part of the work, Each farm
distributes the varieties adapted to
the ocality it operates in.

The beautification of farm homes
is an important part of the work. Sug-
gestions, examples of  work, and
detaled information concerning the
cculture of plants gnd. shrubs is glad-
ly given on any occasion.

The originator of the. information
bureau, the late James Fletcher. This
system has done much to bring the
farmer and experimentalist into close
touch and has betterel the work of
both to a marked degree.

The Animal Husbandry Branch of
the organization is an important part,
The improvement of breeding  stock
is taken up at most of the Farms and
Stations and is showjing in a practi-
cal way how gradual change toward
better ‘stock will \increage the profits
of the average breeder,

The Poultry Department has been
working to establish a utility fowl for
the farmers, The work is dircted by
Prof. F. C. Elford of the Central Ex-
perimental Farm at Ottawa, And a
department has been established at
the Charlottetown Station lately. This
work is gaining a provincial standing
of vast importance and is to receive
considerable attention at the Farm.
The Charlottetown Station started
work in 1909 on a farm that was in
poor condition. Experiments in rota-
tion of crops, adaptability of grains,
star-feeding and other problems of
