The farm-
ers of Prince Edward Island on the
average plant five per cent of their
land in potatoes, which is not ex-
cessive when taking the good with
the bad. Potatoes have shown a
profit over the last three years and
have given the farmer a higher
return for his labour than any
other crop. If the acreage were
reduced by 25 per cent it would
have no effect on the North Am-
erican market and would only per-
mit growers in other provinces to
increase theirs,

DIPHTHERIA

Sir—This enemy is here in Char-
lottetown and in Summerside as a
direct result of carele:sness or in=-
difference and neglect of some par=
ents. Last week four cases werere-

one case was reported in Summer-
side. In this age. with the scientific
knowledge that we possess in respect
to its prevention, it should be con-
sidered a disgrace to have a ca e of
diphtheria occur in a family and a
crime should death result from the
attack.

For the past twelve years the
Dept. of Public Health and their
predecessors have carried out active
and regular campaigns against this
enemy with most creditable results
in greatiy reducing the number of
cases and almost completely elimin-
ating the number of deaths. Last
vear for the first in our hi.tory, no
cases or deaths occurred.

That good record unfortunately
will not obtain for this year, but the
knowledge that this enemy diph=
theria is again in our midst will, ¥
hope, prove helpful in convineing
the indiiferent parents that —vre=-
vention is necessary, It is particu=-
larly important that babies of six
months and upwards, and the
younger pre-school children be pro=-
tected, for over sixty per cent. of all
deaths from Diphtheria occur in
the age group under five years.

This weck the annual Diphtheria
Immunization Ciinics are commenc=
ing in each of the City schools, and
the co-operation of all parents hav-
ing pre-school and school children
is requested and required in order to
make these clinics successful by pro-
tecting our young children.

Surely it is worth while protect-
ing your child against this enemy Lo
health. Surely it is worth a little
effort on your part in bringing your
little children to one of these cidnics.
Do not procra tinate when it mayv
mean the lives of those you value so
highly.
