He is given
a unitorm, taught to drill and shoot,
and receives some physical training.
He ig drafted into the territorial army
at the age of 18 years and into the
reserve seven years later. The de-
mands made upon the time of the

MEN IN INDIA

LONDON, Nov 19.—Opening of dcr
ial warfare against the Mahsud tribes
men on the northern frontier of India
has been “ordered, it is stated in ad-
vices from India today. The order was
given on November 12 after the Mal-
suds had failed to comply with the
termg_laid. down in. the British ultima
tum late in' October in which the trib-
es were Informed that unless they
discontinued their continual attacks
on British posts and convoys and their
raids into British  territory, they
would be subjected to an intensive
aerial bombardment. The British air-
men have now been instructed to bom
bard the villageg of Kanigurum, Mak-
in and Marobi. ¥
