Will Affect Armed Forces

T walkthe mSto ordinary income tax

permanent force rates, wnether
in Canada or overseas, commence-
ing from the inauguration of the
new rates of pay in 1946, which
will probably be somewhere about
September or October.

“All other service personnel in
Canada and the western hemis-
here outside Canada will be sub-
ect to full civilian tax from the
beginning of 1947 while the over-
seas exemption will be continued
only for the non-permanent force,
a group rapidly diminishing in
numbers, and the interim force.

“Exemption for six months after
returning to Canada will not be
applicable to personnel receiving
the new permanent force 3
prior to returta to €anada, and
the exempticn now given for sub-
sistence allowance up to $1.710 a
day will be rehealed from the
beginning of 1947.

“All other allowances paikd un-
der the new permanent force
rates will be taxable income with
the exception of separation allow-
ances paid place of traveliirz
allowances.
