MMAIOR 1.-W. STANLEY

His many friends were glad to ex-
tend a welcome home to Major J.
Webh Stanley who, accompanied by
his wife, arrfved in the City by the
Western train Monday night to spend
a month's furlough with his parents,
Mr. and Mrs. W. W. Stanley, Upper
Prince Street. Major Stanley, who
has been in France at the front since
September 1915, was the first Island
officer to volunteer for active ser- ’
vice at the outbreak of the war. As
Captain Stanley he went in command
of a battery to Canso, and was later
transferred to Halifax and from
there to England with the whole hat-
tery of 200 men of whom 59 are
still on duty although the battery has
been fighting practically continuous-
ly since they went to the front two
years ago. IKive of the men were
killed and seventeen wounded. On
September 1916, Captain Stanley
was promoted on the field to the rank
of Major, succeeding Major Scully of
Miomtrealy Major Stanely modestly
declines to say much about his own
activities in the fleld although he
doubtless *“could a tale unfold” as
he has had many experiences in the
past two strenuous years. He looks
exceedingly well and naturally is
pleased to be back in quiet Charlotte-
town with his friends for a short rest
which it is hoped he will enjoy in as
full a measure as he earned his rest
and his honours.
