It has alwsiys been a
mystery to me what he found te cry

Jacob accosts the shepheris and asks
them why they postponc ..c slaking of
the thirst of these sheep and why they
did not immediately proceed to water
them. The shepherd reply to the effect:
“We are all good neighbours, and as a
matter of courtesy we wait until all
the sheep of the neighborhood ecome up.
Besides that, this stome om the well's
mouth is somewhat heavy, and several
of us take bold of it and push in aside,
and then the buckets and ‘the throughs
are filled and the sheep are satisfied,. We
cannot until all the flocks are gathered
together and till they roll the stone from
the well’s mouth; tben we water the
sheep.”

Oh this is a thirsty world! Hot for the
head, and blistering for the feet, and
parching for the tongue. The world’s
great want is a cool, refreshing, satisfying
draught. We wander around and we find
the cistern empty. Long and tedious
drought has dried up the world’s fount
ain, but centuriesago a shepherd, with
crook in the shape of a cross and feet cut
tothebleeding,explored the desert passages
of this world and one day came across
a well a thousand feet deep, bubbling and
bright and opalescent, and looked to the
north,and the south,and the east, and the
west, and cried out with a voice strong
and musical, that rain through the ages,
“Ho, every one that thirsteth, come ye
to the waters,!”

Now, a great flock of sheep to-day
gather around this gospel well. Thereare
a great many thirsty souls. I wonder
why the flocks of allnationsdo not gather,
why 80 many stay thirsty, and while
I am wondering about it my text breaks
forth in the explanation, saying, “We can
not until all the flocks be gathered toge-
ther and till they roll the stone from the
well’s mouth; then we water the sheep.

If a herd of swine come toa well, they
angrily jostle each other for the preced-
ence; if a drove of eattle come toa well.
they hook each other back from the water
but when a flock of sheep come, though
a hundred of them shall be disappointed
they only express it by sad bleating they
come together peaceably. We wanta
great multitude to come around the gos-
pel well. I know there are 'those who.do
not like a crowd; they think a crowd is
vulgar. If they are oppressed for room in
church it makes them positively impati-,

permanently leave church because ~o0
many other people come toit. Not so did
these oriental  shepherds, .They waited
until all the flocks were gathered, and the
more flocks that came the better they
liked it. And so we ought to be anxious

that all the people should come. - Go out}
into the highways ' and the hedges and
compel them to comein. Go to therich
and tell them they are indigent without
the gospel of Jesus. Go to the poorand

tell them the affluence there is in Christ.
Go to the blind and tell them of the touch
that gives eternal illumination. Goto the
lame and tell them of the joy that will
makethe lame man leap like a hart.Gather
all the sheep off all the mountains. None
so torn of the dogs, none so sick, none so
worried, none so dying, as to be omitted.
Why not gather a great flock? All this
city in a tlock, all New York in a flock, all
London in a flock, allthe world ina
flock.

You notice that #shis well of Meso-
potamia had a stone on it, which must
be removed before the sheep could be
watered, and I find on the well of salva-
tion to-day impediments and obstacles
which must be removed in order that
you may obtain the refreshment and life
of this gospel. In your case the impedi-
ment _is pride of| heart. You cannot
bear to come to so democratic a fountain;
you do not want to come with so many
others. It is asthough you were thirsty
and you were invited to slake yeur

ing in a parlor slpplng out of a chasel
chalace which has just been lifted from
& silver salver. You want to get to
heaven, but you must be in a special car,
with your feet on a Tarkish ottoman
and a band of musie on board the train.
You do not want to be in company with
rustie Jaeob and Rachel and to be drink-
ing out of the fouantain where 10,000
sheep have been drinking before you.
You will have to remove the obstacle of
pride or never find your way tothe well
You will have to come as we came, will-
ing to take the water of eterns] life in
any way and at any hand and in any kind
of pitcher, crying out “Oh. Lord Jesus,
I am dying of thirst! Give me the water
of eternal life, whether in trough or
goblet! Give me the water of life I care
not in what it comes tome.” Away with
all your hindrances of pride from the
well’s mouth!

-Here is ancther man who is kept back
from this water of life by the stone "of
an obdurate heart which lies over the
mouth of the well. You have no more
feeling upon this subject than if God bhad
yet todo you the first kindness or you
bad to do God the first wrong. Seated
on his lap all these years, his everlasting
arms sheltering you, where is your grati-
tude! Where is your morning and even-
ing prayer!f Where are your consecrated
livest I say to you as Daniel said to
Belshazzar, ‘The God in whose hand thy
breath is, and all thy way, thou hast not
glorified.”

Ifyou treated everybody as badly as you
have treated God, you would have made
500 apologies; yea, your whole life would
have been an apology. Three times a
day you have been seated at God’s table.
Spring, summer, autumn and winter he
has appropriately appareled you. Your
health from Him, your companionjfrom
Him, your children from him. your home
fron Him, all the bright surroundings ot
your life from Him. Oh, man, what
dost thou with that hard heart? Canst
thou not feel one throb of gratitude
toward the God that made you, and the
Christ'who came to redeem you, and the
Holy Ghost who has all these years been
importuning you? If you could sitdown
five minutesunder vthe trec of a Saviour’s
