tie Lead.” The entire economic
stiucture of the world is expressed
in the four words on a Bank of
England note

“I promise to pay.” :

Every hour of the day billions of
such promises are being brougnt
into existence, being renewed, be:ng
repudiated and being discharged.
Tnese promises to pay con§thute
the enormous power that is re-
sponsible for everything that hap-
pens in the financial world.

Professor' J. Maynard Keynes in
his book “Treatice on Money’ uses
the followin~ terms in which to
describe money.

1. Commodity money gold, silver,
copper, nickel.

2, Current money Bank notes and
Cheques.

3. Central Bank money do do.

4  Business money Bills receiv=
able, bills payable.

Only one of these terms, namely,
commodity money refers to money
consisting of minted metal, gold,
silver, nickel and copper, all the
rest are merely different descrip-
tions of promises to pay. Thus the
