OTTAWA, Sept. 25 —(CP)—
Prime Minister MacKenzie King
tonight  anncur.ed that  the
cabinet had decided to abide by
its original decision to  abolish
Sept. 30 the producers’ milk sub-
sidy of 55 cents a hunared pounds
on milk sold for fluid consmmption.

Mr. King 4lsc announced the
subsidy of 23 cents a hundred
pounds on milk used tc manufac-
ture concentrated milk products
would also be discontinued Sept.
30. He sald the Prlces Board would
authorize an equivalent price in.
cxease for evaporated milk, con-
densed mik and milk powder,

The 55-cent producer subsidy is
equal to slightly less tham 1 1.2
cents a quart and it now will be
a matter for Provincial Milk Boards
to decide whether corresponding
increases in consumer prices will
be authorized.

Last May, a Federal consumer
milk subsidy, equal to two cents
a quart, was discontinued and the
action was foliowed by correspond-

ing increases throughout the
country.
Cabirs}t recon#deration of the

producer subsidy came as a result
of a resolution pnssed oy the com-
mons last Aug. 27 asking that the
government review its milk sub-
sidy policy “In order to ensure an
adequate return to milk producers
without a further increase in milk
prices to consuiners,” Mr, King
said.
