citizen of tfis country. Regimen-
tation is the system of total war
and we must be reginyented be-
fore we can prcduce tuie machin-
ery of total war. I would like to
think, however, that we can de-
velop a democratic  version of
regimentaticn, I wculd lLke to be-
lieve that we do not need a Ges-
tapo nor a horde of Government
police officers to make necessary

‘controls work. ‘I krow how diffi-
cult it is. I know that the a!most
daily flew of nresiricticns and in-
structicns makes life miserable
and that thie sudden discontinu-
ance of scmeth which we have

considered almost as much a nec-
essity of life as frésh air and sun-
shine is bard to take. I know that
a serious reduct'on in one's
iving in any class of

[ the most diffi-
ieces of perscnal ciscipilne
to achieve. But we must all do it
and if we are to adhcre to demo-
cratic principle deing it, we
must do it with having to de-

pend  upon compulsion of
law.

In wartime the code of regula-
tions for ety uvndergoes  very
drastic rev n of necessity,
many privileges and freedcms

must be denied in the interests of
the safety of the State. Curiously
enough, many otherwise respect-
able individuals take a belligerent
attitude towards wartime regu-
lations. ‘They are prepared to
adhere to those which they think
all right but may deliberately
dischey or condemn those to
which they object. They fail to
see that in resisting wartime con-
trols they are playing directly
into the hands of the enamy!

It is time for a definite change
In the attitude of the public to-
wands the evader of wartime reg-
ulations  Each person should re-
gard it as his duty to search out
the meaning of the law and to
observe it in sprit, and not
grudgingly in the lotter. More-
over, he should go further and
try to orzanize a commuanity feel-
ing to assist in campaigns to see
that wartime restrictions and reg-
ulations are faithfully ohserved.

Fach citizen shou!d regard him-
sclf as his brother's keeper and
let it be known that the evader

of wartime regulations is a crea-
ture unfit for human association.

tation, but let us develop it with-
out the ugly meaning which it
has been given in Gestapo land
and by the Japanese imitators.
Let us paraphrase Abraham Lin-
coln—let it be Regimentation of
the People by the People and
for the People.
