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Germany’s Immense Strength

In view of the somewhat unduc 0[)li.111i5m pre-
vailing since the North African conference, 1t
is right and proper that we consider the other
side of the picture. A correspondent of the
Spectator deals with it in this cogent manner:

“May 1 be permitted to pay tribute to the
soundness of judgment and views expressed in
your article ‘Hitler's New Year'? Some sent-
ences contained there —Germany is still im-
mensely strong. Beaten she will be, but it will
need every effort Britain and Russia and the
United States are capable of to bring her to the
ground . . . Germany's losses in men and
material are tremendous, but so.il her capacity
for sustaining them! are a timely reminder
for all those optimists who expect an early col-
lapse of the Third Reich. .

“But the fact remains that Germany is still
immensely strong. The organization of the
supplies and of the line of communications on the
Fastern front (which is, by the way, nearly 2,-
000 miles long) will go down as one of the
greatest achievements in military-history. Ger-
many is passing from the offensive into de-
fensive, but her capacity for defence should
not be under-rated. A few days ago the Soviet
communique reported that the German garrison
at Velikie Luki refused to surrender and had to
be wiped out. The German soldier is fighting
with grim determination 'in Russia and in
Tunisia. We have to assume that he will defend
with tenacity the ‘Fortress of Europe’ in which
Hitler is hastily entrenching himself. The task
of breaking through the fortifications he is
building up around his ‘Festung Europa’ would
be by no means an easy job.

“It is only reasonable to assume that this year
we shall gain somewhere in Europe (presum-
ably in the South) several jumping-off grounds
and Dridgeheads, from where we shall be able
to start an attack on the ‘Fortress of Europe.
But a march towards Berlin will not be a walk-
over. The Germans would fight not only on the
‘approaches’ of the Reich—which means Jugo-
slavia, Hungary and.Slovakia—but also on the
(German soil. Let us remember that this time
we are up against not only the German Army but
alsoagainst a powerful army of the German
Tanissaries—the Nazi Party with their S. A.
and Waffen S. S. formations. It is-to—be as-
sumed that they will fight like true desperadoes
as there is no retreat for them. A grim and
long fight lies ahead of us. On the thrcsholq of
the New Year we have to steel our determina-
tion and to ban all the illusions which are silent
allies of complacency.”

“The road to Berlin is long and hard, but it
is very sure.

Butter Shortage In The u. S.

Canadians who are inclined to question the
need for such drastic butter rationing as is in
force here can take some consolation from the
fact that, even with the reduced ration, they are
still apparently much better off than the aver-
age United States citizen. The New York Times,
in a front page news article discussing the like-
lihood of butter and cheese rationing, says:

“Butter for civilians is so scarce now that it
cannot be rationed, but when production in-
creases in the Spring to the point where retail-
ers can honor ration coupons for it rationing
will be undertaken.” :

Butter has all but disappeared from retail
stocks in most large United States cities. News-
papers report wild scrambling by housewives
when small supplies are reported and there is
considerable talk of an active black market. In

e . |
some cities black' market operations have become

a minor scandal. No hope is held out for early
relief of the shortage.

True, they have oleomargarine in many states
as a substitute for butter, but distribution of this
product in the United States is not as wide-
spread as many who advocate its use here would
lead us to believe. Production of oleo does not
‘amount to more than three pounds per year for
every person in the United States and there are
taxes and restrictions which limit its use. Ac-
tually margarine plays a very minor part in the
| food needs of the average American, and can do
little to ease the butter shortage,
| The same Times article which points to the
| virtual disappearance of butter from United
. States tables also indicates the likelihood of
cheese rationing, as this dairy product has be-
come a substitute for rationed meats in many
homes.

Iraq’s importance as a declared member of
the United Nations is two-fold. Geographical-
ly it comprises territory of great strategic value
to the Allies, bounded s it is by Turkey on the |the

north, by Syria and Transjordan on the west
and by Persia on the east, and possessing on
the south one of the most important ports at
the head of the Persian Gulf, it affords an in-
valuable route by sea and land for the transport-
ation of supplies to the Middle East theatre of
war. But most important of all are Iraq’s
religious and racial relations with the vast Arab
population occupying the expansive regions on
the east of the Red Sea. The Moslem world is
not the menace to the Allies in this war that it
continued to be throughout the whole period
of the last World War,

Russian agricultural scientists for progress.
After developing naturally-colored cotton rang-
ing in color from reddish to green, Soviet scient-
ists have now developed a black variety. This
and other colored varieties eliminate the neces-
sity for dyeing the fiber and produce fabrics
highly resistant to the bleaching effect of sun
and laundering. One of the varieties of cotton
evolved by Soviet scientists is a hybrid of a
number of older kinds, which: yields a coarse
fiber twice as strong as the usual grades. It
is used to replace wool in the production of cer-
tain fabrics. In 1943, colored and other new
varieties of cotton will be planted in the USSR
on a wide scale.
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Sir Edward Coke, English lawyer and politi-
can, born this date, 1552; elected an M.P. and
chosen as Speaker of the House in 1593; ap-
pointed Attorney-General in 1594; was Crown
prosecutor in the trial of Sir Walter Raleigh,
and remembered for his brutality to the accused;
