In each fleld
each tribunal is practically sup-
reme. Mr, Bentley’s motion in ef-
fect is that the case should be
withdrawn from the jury angd de-
cided by the court, because there
are involved questions of law, If
the motion is granted, the jury
are free from any other duty in
connection with this case.

Th2 only limit was that what they
said must be free from malice or
ill will; or in other - words, the
councillors enjoyed what might be
called a “qualified privilege.”

It was poinled out that the
Judge must be satisfied that there
was sufficlent evidence .of malice
on the part of the defendant to
justify the case going to the jury
to determine whether the state-
ment made was actuated by malic-
ious motives. v
The fact that strong words may
fe used ‘s no evidence of malice. If
the statement made was proved to
be untrue, that is no evidence, of
malice, but if the defendant knew
that the statement was untrue,
then that is conclusive proof of
malice.

In conclusion His Lordship grant-
ed Mr. Bentley’s motion that the
words uttered were on a privileged
occasion and that there was no
actual malice. He therefore ruled
that judgment be entered for the
defendant and the jury discharg-
ed.

CHANGED VIEWS
ON TEMPERANCE

Attitude In Earlior

Times Revealed In
Interesting News-

The news is gleaned from a
Montreal Star of 1910, when St.
James Church, Montreal, held its

“Evidence of a big change in
Methodist opinion in Canada on
the subject of temperance was fur-
nished last night at the centennial
tea at St. James Church, when a
number of historical documents
were read.

“No member of this soclety,” ran
a resolution passed by the quarter-
ly official board .of St. James
Church on February 26th, 1840

“shall be allowed to agitate the
question of temperance, especially
in the extreme view of it, called
teatotalism or total abstthence
with a view of making it a church
question.” Now a resolution ir
favour of prohibition is a standing
order at the Methodist General
Conference,

At the same time as was passed
the resolution just quoted the quar-
terly board passed a second mo-
tion censuring Mr. R. D. Wads”
worth, an official of the church,
for his zeal as a temperance agitat-
or. Another resolution read by Mr
Carspn was, he stated, the origir
of the Canadian Thanksgiving Day
Tt was passed by the 8t. Jame:
quarterly officlal board on October
15, 1852, and requested the Gov-
ernor of United Canada to set
aslde a day for thanksgiving”

Other interesting information
contained -in the clipping was the
news that among the greetings re-
celved at the centenial oelebration
from former pastors was a letter
from Charles Wesley S8trong of
Summerside, P, B, I, who at that
time was 81 years of age and who
was the son of Rev, John Bass
Strong, the first pastor sent out to
St, James from the British Meth-
odism, who came to Montreal in
1813 and laboured in Quebec for
three years. He afterwards served
in the ministry in the Maritime
Provinces. Rev. John Bass BStrong
was the grandfather of O. E,
Strong of the firm of Messrs. F. W
Strong and Co., Itd, Summerside,
and Mrs, Mary A. Strong of Oen-
tral Bedeque.
