WASTES IN LOWER BOWEL
SHOULD BE KEPT MOVING

When food is eaten Nature in-
tends that it should spend a little
time in the mouth getting broken
up into small pieces so that the
digestive juice of the mouth—the
saliva—can get well mixed with it
before it goes down to the stomach,
During its stay in the mouth it also
gets moistened and softened so
that it is more easily handled by
the stomach.

During its stay in the stomach—
2 to 4 hours—it is intended that a
certain type of food, the proteins—
meat, eggs, fish, cereals—shall be
changed into peptones which can be
absorbed by the blood. After it
leaves the ctomach and enters
small intestine the food gets well
mixed with digestive ~ juices and is
absorbed in to the blood through
the walls of the small infestine.
As the small intestine is 20 feet
long it has a real chance to ab orb
the nourishing materials from the
food as it passes along. The time
taken to pass along this 20 feet
may be 6 to 12 hours, '

There is little or no nourishment
left in the food as it leaves the
small -inte tine and enters the
large intestine. The large intestine
is only six feet long—smaller in
length but larger in size or calibre
than the small intestine.

Now Nature intends that these
wastes be kept moving along and
so out of the body. If anything
interfers with the movement of
these wa tes in the large intestine
it s called const.pation.

It so happens that there are
certain points in the large intestine
where the waste has to move around
very sharp ccrners just as we
speak of a road having a hairpin
curve, and, when there are two
curves in succe sion, we speak of it
as an 8 curve. Thus there is an S
curve where the small intestine
joins the large intestine at lower
right side of abdomen in the appen-
dix region, and S curve at about
the same place on the left side
where the large intestine, after
going down the ‘left side of
the abdomen, has to make
this double  turn to. enter the
rectum—the last six inches of the
la'ge intestine. A hairpin curve is
located under the liver on right
side as the large  intestine goes
straight across under the stcmach
to left side; ancther hairpin curve
i> on this left side where the large
intestine turns sharply down the
left side from whenze it ends at

reclum. Wastes are likely to be
slow “in moving around these
curves,

To prevent delay at any of these
curves liquids and fats which soften
and lubricate this wa te should be
eaten, as also should rough foods
which irritate and so stimulate the
muscles of the walls of the intes-
tine to “squeeze” the wastes along.

Excalibur Is Stolen

From Stirling, Scotland, comes
news of the mysterious thert by four
masked men of the famous two
handed sword once owned by the
Lion of Scotland, Sir William Wal-
lace, the blade concerning which the
Poet Campbell wrote:

archangel to wield

Was light in his terrible hand.

The thieves who broke into the
National Wallace Museum to secure
their bhooty; are said to have declar-
ed themselves members of the Scot-
tish Nationalist Party, an assertion
which was denied indignantly by
the Secretary of that organization.

Why Scotsmen  should seek to
steal the historic sword it not clear.
Wallace used it to drive the English
out of Scotland, a feat which he ac-
complished with remarkable com-
pleteness at Stirling on Sept, 11,
1207; but there is no necd today to
repeat this procéss. In fact, any
one who has noticed the prevalance
of Scotsmen in England- or in any
other couniry, for thet maticr —
might lock for a rcversal of V.a-
lace's exploit.
